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What to Do When Confronted by a Missionary

1. Look at the entire context of the verse in question (It is best to use a Hebrew-English Tanach). - If
the Jewish proof can be made strictly from a Christian Bible, it has more impact.

2. Check to see if the verse is mistranslated.

3. Check to see is the verse is misinterpreted.

4. Check to see if the verse can be applied to a person other than Jesus.

5. Do not quote one's rabbi.

6. Do not quote the Talmud/Mishnah.

7. Ask for logical proofs of their beliefs if they use psychological tricks such as warning you that you
will burn in hell if you do not accept Jesus.

8. When you ask a question do not allow them to simply ignore it. Make sure that they answer your
question or admit that they do not have an answer.

9. Speak calmly.

10. Never be on the defensive.

11. Remember that most missionaries are sincere and should be treated in a respectful manner.

Countering Anti-Noahide Beliefs

Missionaries say there is no such thing as the Noahide Laws.

Noah was given an eternal covenant for himself and his offspring. His offspring is all of humanity.
(Genesis 9:8-9)

Law #1: Prohibition of idolatry and Law #2: Prohibition of blasphemy

Genesis 4:26: - This is a reference to the beginnings of idolatry, which in and of itself is a form of
blasphemy. This verse is saying that calling out in prayer to anything but G-d profanes G-d's name
(Blasphemy). These people call to idols - whether natural phenomena or actual wood and stone.

Laws Given Directly to Noah
Genesis 9:12 - G-d blessed Noah and his seed and made a covenant with them. To say that anything
comes from anyone other than G-d or to pray to anyone other than G-d is prohibited simply because
of this blessing and covenant.

Laws given in the Christian Scriptures
Acts 15:29 - By abstaining from food offered to the idols, the Gentile believers would not commit
idolatry nor would they commit blasphemy.

Law #3: Prohibition of theft

Genesis 3:6: - G-d instructed Adam and Eve not to eat of the forbidden fruit...i.e. it was His property.
When they did eat, they in effect stole the fruit and received their due punishment.

Theft is a direct reason for the flood. (Genesis 6:11)

Law Given Directly to Noah

Genesis 9:3 - Before the flood, eating meat was prohibited. G-d has given Noah and his descendants
the option to eat meat. G-d has given His permission so that Noah and his descendants would know
that the prohibition of eating meat is no longer in effect — meaning that it is not stealing from G-d if
one eats meat.

Law given in the Christian Scriptures
Acts 15:29 - By abstaining from food offered to idols, the Gentile believers would not steal food
from G-d by blessing an idol and acting as if the food is from the idol and not a gift from G-d.

Law #4: Prohibition of murder

Genesis 4:8,12 - Cain kills Abel...Cain is punished.

Genesis 4:23-24 - Lamech rues over the punishment he will receive for committing an accidental
murder.

Law Given Directly to Noah
Genesis 9:6 - A a clear reference to murder being prohibited — whoever sheds a man’s blood, his
blood shall be shed.
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Law given in the Christian Scriptures
Acts 15:29 - By abstaining from blood, the Gentile believers would not be willing to commit murder.

Law #5: Prohibition of sexual misconduct

Genesis 1:28 - A primary reason for the relationship between Adam and Eve is to populate the earth.
Eve is created as a 'helpmate’ to Adam. Thus, sexual conduct within a husband/wife relationship is
sanctified and all other types of sexual conduct are not sanctified. There are several examples of the
consequences of this: the serpent's attempted seduction of Eve...In Lamech's wives Ada and Tzillah
(it is derived that at that time men would take two wives...one to bear them children and the other for
fun. Tzillah was the one for fun as evidence by her giving birth to Tubal-Cain where Genesis 4:22
(English) (Hebrew) says And Tzillah too.

As a result of the sons of rulers who took whatever women they chose, G-d issues the decree that in
120 years, He will destroy mankind. (Genesis 6:2-3)

Law Given Directly to Noah
Genesis 9:1 - Just as Adam and Eve were told to live in a husband/wife relationship, be fruitful and
multiply, and avoid sexual misconduct, so were Noah and his family.

Law given in the Christian Scriptures
Acts 15:29 - It is clearly spelled out that the Gentile believers were to abstain from sexual
misconduct.

Law #6: Prohibition of eating live meat
Genesis 9:4 - Blood shall not be eaten.

Law Given Directly to Noah
Genesis 9:4 - The law against eating live meat is clearly stated in this verse. This also speaks out
against animal cruelty and properly butchering meat.

Law given in the Christian Scriptures
Acts 15:29 - It is spelled out that the Gentile believers were to abstain from animal cruelty and
improperly prepared meat.

Law #7: Prohibition of failing to establish courts of justice

Genesis 1:28 - There is a clear ruling to establish a system of justice.

A hierarchy of people had been established. Although those rulers were evil, as the chapter
delineates, the idea of the system is good in two ways...one it emulates Hashem's court and two, later
on Moses (with G-d's permission) sets up a justice system so that a single individual is not faced with
all the legal questions (and also to help prevent a single person from becoming a tyrant). (Genesis
6:2)
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Law Given Directly to Noah

Genesis 9:6 - There is a clear reference to murder being prohibited. This also is a reference to the
establishment of courts....if one commits murder, then it is up to the courts to convict and punish. We
also see throughout the Torah that G-d acts as a court when He chooses to intervene.

Law given in the Christian Scriptures
Acts 15:29 - If the Gentile believers were to abstain from these things, they would need a justice
system to deal with the violations. In addition, James and the Council are also acting as a court

system for the Gentile believers.

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Jewish Messiah

Messiah is a term used in the Hebrew Bible to describe priests and kings, who were traditionally
anointed with the holy anointing oil as described in Exodus 30:22-25. In Jewish eschatology, the
term came to refer to a future Jewish King from the Davidic line, who will be "anointed" with
holy anointing oil and rule the Jewish people during the Messianic Age.

Jewish Moshiach and the Messianic Age The Talmud extensively details the advent of the
Messiah (Sanhedrin 98a, et al.) and describes a period of freedom and peace, which will be the
time of ultimate goodness for the Jews and for all mankind. Throughout Jewish history Jews
have compared these passages (and others) to contemporary events in search of signs of the
Messiah's imminent arrival, continuing into present times. The Talmud tells many stories about
the Messiah, some of which represent famous Talmudic rabbis as receiving personal visitations
from Elijah the Prophet and the Messiah.

One Jewish understanding of the messiah is based on the writings of Maimonides, (also known
as Rambam). His views on the messiah are discussed in his Mishneh Torah. [One of the 13
Principles listed in the Mishnah Torah] refers to the belief in the coming of the messiah.

| believe with full faith in the coming of the Messiah. And even though he tarries, with all that, |
await his arrival with every day.

Maimonides also writes:

"The anointed king is destined to stand up and restore the Davidic Kingdom to its antiquity, to
the first sovereignty. He will build the Temple in Jerusalem and gather the strayed ones of Israel
together. All laws will return in his days as they were before: Sacrificial offerings are offered and
the Sabbatical years and Jubilees are kept, according to all its precepts that are mentioned in the
Torah. Whoever does not believe in him, or whoever does not wait for his coming, not only does
he defy the other prophets, but also the Torah and Moses our teacher. For the Torah testifies
about him, thus: "And the Lord Your Hashem will return your returned ones and will show you
mercy and will return and gather you... If your strayed one shall be at the edge of Heaven... And
He shall bring you" etc. (Deuteronomy 30:3-5)."

"These words that are explicitly stated in the Torah, encompass and include all the words spoken
by all the prophets. In the section of Torah referring to Bilam, too, it is stated, and there he
prophesied about the two anointed ones: The first anointed one is David, who saved Israel from
all their oppressors; and the last anointed one will stand up from among his descendants and
saves Israel in the end. This is what he says (Numbers 24:17-18): "I see him but not now" - this
is David; "I behold him but not near" - this is the anointed king. "A star has shot forth from
Jacob" - this is David; "And a brand will rise up from Israel™ - this is the anointed king. "And he
will smash the edges of Moab" - This is David, as it states: "...And he struck Moab and measured
them by rope” (11 Samuel 8:2); "And he will uproot all Children of Seth" - this is the anointed
king, of whom it is stated: "And his reign shall be from sea to sea” (Zechariah 9:10). "And Edom
shall be possessed™ - this is David, thus: "And Edom became David's as slaves etc." (11 Samuel
8:6); "And Se'ir shall be possessed by its enemy" - this is the anointed king, thus: "And saviors
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shall go up Mount Zion to judge Mount Esau, and the Kingdom shall be the Lord's" (Obadiah
1:21)."

"And by the Towns of Refuge it states: "And if the Lord your Hashem will widen up your
territory... you shall add on for you another three towns" etc. (Deuteronomy 19:8-9). Now this
thing never happened; and the Holy One does not command in vain. But as for the words of the
prophets, this matter needs no proof, as all their books are full with this issue."

"Do not imagine that the anointed king must perform miracles and signs and create new things in
the world or resurrect the dead and so on. The matter is not so: For Rabbi Akiva was a great
scholar of the sages of the Mishnah, and he was the assistant-warrior of the king Bar Kokhba,
and claimed that he was the anointed king. He and all the Sages of his generation deemed him
the anointed king, until he was killed by sins; only since he was killed, they knew that he was
not. The Sages asked him neither a miracle nor a sign..."

"And if a king shall arise from among the House of David, studying Torah and indulging in
commandments like his father David, according to the written and oral Torah, and he will impel
all of Israel to follow it and to strengthen breaches in its observance, and will fight Hashem's
[Hashem's] wars, this one is to be treated as if he were the anointed one. If he succeeded and
built a Holy Temple in its proper place and gathered the disperesed ones of Israel together, this is
indeed the anointed one for certain, and he will mend the entire world to worship the Lord
together, as it is stated: "For then I shall turn for the nations a clear tongue, to call all in the
Name of the Lord and to worship Him with one shoulder (Zephaniah 3:9)."

"But if he did not succeed to this degree, or if he was killed, it becomes known that he is not this
one of whom the Torah had promised us, and he is indeed like all proper and wholesome kings
of the House of David who died. The Holy One, Blessed Be He, only set him up to try the public
by him, thus: "Some of the wise men will stumble in clarifying these words, and in elucidating
and interpreting when the time of the end will be, for it is not yet the designated time." (Daniel
11:35)."

The Jewish Messiah will be a man and not a demi-god or Hashem incarnate. He will come once
and only once there will be no "second coming”. The belief in an eventual moshiach (Moshiach
ben David - Moshiach, son of David) who will be the last king and ruler of Israel is an ancient
belief. There is a belief that a potential moshiach is born in every generation. Most scholars
believe that it is the conduct of humankind that will determine when the moshiach will arrive.

Who Will the Moshiach Be?

(1) He must be Jewish (Deuteronomy 17:15; Numbers 24:17);

(2) He must be descended from David through Judah (Genesis 49:10) and Solomon (I Chronicles
22:9-10; Jeremiah 23:5; Ezekiel 34:23-24, 37:21-28; Isaiah 11:1-9; Jeremiah 30:7-10, 33:14-16;
Hosea 3:4-5);

(3) He will be well-versed in halachah and will observe the mitzvot (Isaiah 11:2);

(4) He will be the perfect judge able to see beyond words and appearances (Isaiah 11:2-3);
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(5) He will be able to vanquish evil at a word (Isaiah 11:4);
(6) He will be the king of an independent and recognized Israel (Isaiah 11:10);

What Will Happen When the Moshiach Arrives

(1) Elijah will proceeded the Moshiach and announce his arrival (Malachi 3:23-24)

(2) With the coming of the Messiah will be the physical ingathering of Judah from the four
corners of the earth (Isaiah 11:12, 27:12-13, 43:5-6; Jeremiah 16:15, 23:3; Zechariah 10:6;
Ezekiel 37:21-22;

(3) There will be the reestablishment of the Holy Temple (Micah 4:1; Ezekiel 37:26-28; Isaiah
33:20);

(4) There will be world-wide peace (Isaiah 2:4, 11:6; Micah 4:3; Ezekiel 39:9);

(5) In the Messianic age the entire world will believe in G-d (Isaiah 2:4, 11:9, 40:5; Zephaniah
3:9; Jeremiah 31:33; Zechariah 8:3, 14:9,16;

(6) The Jews will be sought for spiritual guidance (Zechariah 8:23);

(7) Death will cease (Isaiah 25:8) and the dead will be resurrected (Isaiah 26:19; Daniel 12:2;
Ezekiel 37:12-13);

(8) The enemy dead will be buried (Ezekiel 39:12);

(9) The Nations will help the Jews materially (Isaiah 60:5,10-12, 61:6);

(10) Each Tribe of Israel will receive its inheritance (Ezekiel 47:13-14);

(11) Eternal joy and gladness will characterize the Jewish Nation (Isaiah 51:11);

(12) The Egyptian River will run dry (Isaiah 11:15);

(13) Trees will yield new fruit monthly in Israel (Ezekiel 47:12);

(14) The nations will recognize the wrongs they did to Israel (Isaiah 52:13-53:12);

(15) Israel will be perfect in the practice of Torah (Deuteronomy 30:6; Jeremiah 31:31-33);
(16) All of Israel will be prophets (Joel 3:1-2);

(17) The Messiah will be universally recognized (Isaiah 11:10)

Answers to Missionary Proofs
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General Proofs
Missionaries say that all mankind is damned because of Adam’s sin.
Although the Torah does speak of Adam’s sin, it teaches that man can rise above it. Man might not
be able to perfect himself, but it was for this reason that G-d gave us the Torah. (Genesis 4:6-7)
The term "original sin" does not appear in the Tanach and is antithetical to Jewish teachings. Judaism
does not teach that mankind is a slave to sin (which is really what Christianity teaches). (Genesis
26:4-5; Deuteronomy 13:15-18)

Missionaries say that the Jews were originally G-d’s chosen people, but they were rejected when
they refused to accept His son, Jesus as their savior.

It is impossible to imagine that G-d would ever reject the Jewish people. In many places, the Bible
clearly states that His covenant with them will be forever. (Genesis 17:7; Genesis 26:44; Psalm
105:8)

Missionaries say that Torah Law is too difficult to follow. Only faith is needed.

It is absurd to think that G-d would give a Torah that was impossible or too difficult to follow. In no
place does Judaism teach that one can be saved from damnation by mere belief. (Deuteronomy
30:11-14; Exodus 19:8)

Missionaries say that Jesus was the Messiah predicted by the Prophets of the Bible. He is also the
Son of G-d and G-d Himself. The only thing that can prevent man’s utter damnation in hell is the
belief in Jesus.

Jesus could not have been the Messiah. The Prophets predicted a world of peace and love after the
Messiah’s coming, and this certainly does not exist today. Furthermore, any talk of the Messiah as
being the "son of G-d" is totally unacceptable. In no place do the Prophets say that he will be
anything more than a remarkable leader and teacher.

The Moshiach must be descended from David through Judah (Genesis 49:10) and through Solomon
(Jeremiah 23:5; Jeremiah 30:7-10; Jeremiah 33:14-16; Ezekiel 34:23-24; Isaiah 11:1-9; Hosea 3:4-5;
I Chronicles 22:9-10).

The Moshiach will be well-versed in halachah and will observe the mitzvot (Isaiah 11:1-2).

The Moshiach will be the perfect judge able to see beyond words and appearances (Isaiah 11:2-3).
The Moshiach will be able to vanquish evil at a word (Isaiah 11:4).

The Moshiach will be the king of an independent and recognized Israel (Isaiah 11:10).

Elijah will precede the Moshiach and announce his arrival (Malachi 3:23-24).

With the coming of the Moshiach will be the physical ingathering of Judah from the four corners of
the earth (Isaiah 11:12; Isaiah 27:12-13; Isaiah 43:5-6; Jeremiah 16:15; Ezekiel 37:21-22; Zechariah
10:6).

There will be the reestablishment of the Holy Temple (Isaiah 33:20; Ezekiel 37:26-28; Micah 4:1).
There will be world-wide peace (Isaiah 2:4; Ezekiel 39:9; Micah 4:3).

In the Messianic age the entire world will believe in G-d (Isaiah 2:3; Isaiah 11:9; Isaiah 40:5;
Jeremiah 31:33; Zephaniah 3:9; Zechariah 8:3; Zechariah: 14:9, 16).

The Jews will be sought for spiritual guidance (Zechariah 8:23).

Death will cease (Isaiah 25:8) ...and the dead will be resurrected (Isaiah 26:19; Ezekiel 37:12-13;
Daniel 12:2).

The enemy dead will be buried (Ezekiel 39:12).
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The Nations will help the Jews materially (Isaiah 60:5, 10-12; Isaiah 61:6).

Each Tribe of Israel will receive its inheritance (Ezekiel 47:13-14).

Eternal joy and gladness will characterize the Jewish Nation (Isaiah 51:11).

The Egyptian River will run dry (Isaiah 11:15).

Trees will yield new fruit monthly in Israel (Ezekiel 47:12).

The nations will recognize the wrongs they did to Israel (Isaiah 52:13-53:12).

Israel will be perfect in the practice of Torah (Deuteronomy 30:6; Jeremiah 31:31-33).
All of Israel will be prophets (Joel 3:1-2).

The Moshiach will be universally recognized (Isaiah 11:10).

Second Coming

We can see from Matthew 24:34, that Jesus expected the Messianic age and the kingdom of heaven
to begin during - or shortly after - his own lifetime. There is not mention of a "second coming".

In no place does Judaism teach that one can be saved from damnation by mere belief. Sacrifices are
not required to attain forgiveness. In fact, sacrifices are considered the lowest form of teshuvah
(repentance). Any true belief in G-d must lead a person to follow His mitzvot. (I Samuel 15:22; 11
Samuel 12:13; Hosea 6:6; Proverbs 21:3)

Missionaries say that since Jesus is the Jewish messiah a person can believe that Jesus is the
messiah and remain Jewish.

A Jewish person does not believe that Jesus is the messiah/G-d. If a person is born of a Jewish
mother or converts to Judaism then that person is forever a Jew. If that same person follows another
religion then he/she is an apostate Jew. (Jeremiah 10:2)

Missionaries say that Joseph passed on his descent from David via adoption of Jesus.

There is no biblical basis of passing on a tribal affiliation through adoption. If the line of Joseph in
the Book of Matthew is correct, Joseph is ineligible for the throne of David because he comes from
the cursed line of Jeconiah. (Jeremiah 22:30; Matthew 1:12)

Missionaries say that Jesus occupies the ceremonial privileges and status as first born and Jesus is
always referred to as the only son of God.
Israel is G-d's first-born son. (Exodus 4:22)

Missionaries say that G-d shared his glory with Jesus. (John 1:1, 10:30; Colossians 2:9)
G-d stated that His honor would not be given to another so the enemies shall not say that their deities
are powerful. (Isaiah 48:11)

Missionaries say that Jesus had eternal identity. (John 17:5)

The passage in Micah refers to David stating that he will be born in Bethlehem and out of his
descendants will come the Messiah. (Micah 5:2; | Samuel 17:12)

Jesus was created and therefore not eternal. (Colossians 1:15)

Missionaries say that Jesus never rebukes others for worshipping him - thus proving that he is G-d

in the flesh. (Matthew 8:2)
Jesus did in fact rebuke others for worshipping him. (Mark 10:18)

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Book of Amos

Amos 8:5 - Missionaries say the ""Old Covenant™ Sabbath would end according to prophecy.
The "Sabbath" spoken of is the Sabbatical Year and not the weekly Shabbat. (Leviticus 25:1-7)

Amos 8:9-10 - Missionaries declare this passage to be a prophecy of the darkness during the
crucifixion. (Matthew 27:45; Luke 23:44-45; Mark 15:33)

This entire chapter is a vision given to Amos which is speaking about disasters that would occur.
This verse uses darkness as a metaphor for a sudden disaster during prosperous times. This has been
regarded as a prophecy regarding the death of King Josiah. (I1 Chronicles 35:23-24)

The festivals here are a reference to the time when all Judah and Jerusalem mourned for Josiah. (Il
Chronicles 35:24-25)

The sun is a reference to the kingdom of the house of David which is compared to the sun. (Psalm
89:37)

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Book of Daniel
Daniel 3:23-27 - Missionaries declare that G-d took the form of a man when He saved the three
men in the furnace.
Nebuchadnezzar refers to the appearance of the fourth as being like an angel which is a reference
back to Il Kings 19:35.

Nebuchadnezzar knows who saved the three from the fire - it was an angel and not G-d in physical
form. (Daniel 3:28)

Daniel 9:24-27 - (1) Missionaries say that after 69 weeks the messiah will come. (2) Missionaries

say that the 70th week will occur with Jesus’ "'second coming"'.

Seventy weeks [of years] have been decreed upon your people and upon the city of your Sanctuary...
A week is a reference to a seven-year period. (Leviticus 25:8)

...to terminate the transgression and to end sin, and to expiate iniquity, and to bring eternal
righteousness,...

During the 490 years, the Jews could have made teshuvah, repented and turned back to Hashem. If
they had repented, the Messianic Age would have started.

...and to seal up vision and prophet,...

Prophecy ended with Malachi during this 490-year period.

...and to anoint the Holy of Holies.

This references the building of the Second Temple. (Daniel 9:25)

And you shall know and understand that from the emergence of the word to restore and to rebuild
Jerusalem until the anointed king [shall be] seven weeks,...

Seven weeks of years passed after the destruction of the First Temple and the anointed of Hashem
was revealed. The prophecy of Cyrus comes from lIsaiah. (Isaiah 45:1, 13)

This prophecy was fulfilled in Ezra 1:1-3.

...and [in] sixty-two weeks it will return and be built street and moat, but in troubled times.
This refers to Jerusalem having endured this tumultuous time. (Daniel 9:26)

And after the sixty-two weeks, the anointed one will be cut off, and he will be no more,...

This anointed one is referring to King Agrippa Il. In 70 CE his rule came to an end suddenly with the
siege and destruction of Jerusalem and the exile of the people.
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...and the people of the coming monarch will destroy the city and the Sanctuary,...

The prince referenced here is Vespasian who led the Roman army that eventually destroyed the
Second Temple.

...and his end will come about by inundation, and until the end of the war, it will be cut off into
desolation.

Jerusalem’s end came as a flood. (Nahum 1:8; Daniel 9:27) And he will strengthen a covenant for the
princes for one week, and half the week he will abolish sacrifice and meal-offering,...

Vespasian made a peace agreement in the seventieth week which concluded the entire time period

spoken of in verse 24. However, after three-and-one-half years (first half week) the Romans violated
this agreement and abolished the sacrifices.

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Book of Deuteronomy
Deuteronomy 6:4 - Missionaries say that this passage proves the trinity since it mentions G-d
three times and concludes by saying it is all one.

The Hebrew in this verse refers to G-d by His different Names and not as three different
manifestations.

Deuteronomy 18:18 - Missionaries say that Jesus fulfilled the prophecy of being a prophet like
Moses. (John 1:45; Acts 3:22, 7:37)

The prophet of the future Israel will share Moses’ saintly qualities and was in fact Joshua. This
prophecy has already been fulfilled. (Deuteronomy 34:9)
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Book of Exodus
Exodus 12:5 - Missionaries say Jesus was the final Passover sacrifice without blemish. (I
Peter 1:19)

Jesus was not a sheep or goat in its first year but a human approximately 30 years old.
Jesus was not perfect and without blemish. (Matthew 27:26; Mark 15:15)

Exodus 12:13 - Missionaries say Jesus as the final Passover sacrifice saves the world from
wrath. (Romans 5:8)
The blood on the doorposts was for multiple reasons and not a repeated act.

The blood on the doorposts was a sign not only to Hashem that there were righteous Hebrews
within the household but it was also a sign to the Egyptians that the Hebrews followed Hashem
and not their gods.

This was a one-time event and not repeated. This is not a messianic prophecy and has nothing to
do with Jesus.

Exodus 15:2 - Missionaries say Jesus was exalted as ""Yeshua'* (salvation). (Acts 7:55-56)
The deliverance referenced refers to the crossing of the Yom Suf.

The word yeshua (n | Yis fearn the root word yasha (V ) which means to be liberated, to be
saved, or to be delivered.

Looking at this verse in context, we see that it is part of the “Song by the Sea” which was sung
my Moshe and the Hebrews immediately after crossing the Yom Suf. If you read the verse, you
notice that in this case “yeshua” is referring to the deliverance of the Hebrews from the
Egyptians. It is not used as a name of Hashem.

Exodus 15:11 - Missionaries say Jesus had the character of holiness. (Luke 1:35; Acts 4:27)
The praise is for Hashem who just saved the Hebrews from the Egyptians at the Yom Suf.

The word used for “holiness” is kodesh (¥ , ) Whicp is from the root word kadash (¥ _ ) Whicpp
means to be separated. In this context, it is clear that Hashem is being praised because He is
above and separated from His creation.

Looking at this verse in context, we see that it is part of the “Song by the Sea” which was sung
my Moshe and the Hebrews immediately after crossing the Yom Suf. They were praising
Hashem for His deliverance of them from the Egyptians.
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Exodus 17:6 - Missionaries say Jesus is the Rock of Israel. (I Corinthians 10:4)
The rock in this verse is referring to a physical rock.

The verse in Exodus is referring to the physical rock in Horeb that Moses struck upon Hashem’s
command to release the water.

If you look at the very next verse you see that this is talking about a literal rock. (Exodus 17:7)

Exodus 33:19 - Missionaries say Jesus had the character of mercy. (Luke 1:72)
The verse in Luke is referring to the mercy of Hashem.

If you read the verse in Luke in context you see that the verse is actually referring to the mercy
of Hashem that was promised to the forefathers. It is not calling the infant Jesus merciful.

Many people were called merciful - not just Jesus. (Psalm 103:13, Isaiah 49:15)

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Book of Genesis

Genesis 1:1-3 - Missionaries say that the three persons (Father, Spirit, Word) of the trinity is
mentioned in these verses.

The Name used in verse one - and repeated through the other two verses - in "Elohim™. This is
interpreted as the power behind the powers and is a formal name of Hashem.

The "spirit" in verse two does not refer to a separate "being".

The word Ruach ( _ )niniverse two can mean wind, mind, breath, or spirit. This word is referring
to G-d’s Throne of Glory hovering over the face of the water.

The word Yomer (0 , )rinNerse three means (in the Qal tense) to say, to answer, to say in one's
heart, to think, to command, to promise, to intend. It does not mean word — that would be davar.

Genesis 1:26 - Missionaries say that this verse indicates the three persons of the trinity.
The “us” in this verse is referring to the angels. From here we learn the humility of the Holy
One, blessed be He. Since man was created in the likeness of the angels, and they would envy
him, He consulted them.

Genesis 3:15 - Missionaries say that this verse refers to the prophecy of a virgin birth of Jesus.
(Matthew 1:18)

The word used for “seed” is 0 T The root word ( V) 1s used throughout the Tanach and has
various meanings.

Part of a plant (such as an apple seed) - Genesis 1:11
The sowing season - Genesis 8:22

Field crops and grains - Genesis 47:24

Semen - Leviticus 15:32

Progeny/offspring - Genesis 7:3

There are different uses and meanings of the word "seed" depending upon its usage within the
passage.

When this term is used in the case of generic offspring, it is implicitly plural but if it is referring
to a specific offspring, the term is singular. When the term is used regarding offspring it always
implies progeny — that is, biological descendents.

In Genesis 3:15, “her seed” is a generic reference to mankind since it is speaking of Eve’s
descendents. It is understood as a plurality since there is no explicit reference to an individual
and as a consequence the term “they” should be used instead of “he” in the English translations
at the end of the verse [the singular X 1 can also be plural — see Exodus 1:10 as an example].

This use of the term "seed" when referring to a woman is not exclusive to this passage in
Genesis. (Genesis 16:10; Genesis 24:60; Leviticus 22:13; | Samuel 2:20)
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Genesis 3:15 - Missionaries say that this verse refers to the prophecy Satan will tempt the
"seed" (Jesus) of the woman. (Hebrews 2:14, 1 John 3:18)
The "seed" refers to mankind and not to a specific person.

When this term is used in the case of generic offspring, it is implicitly plural but if it is referring
to a specific offspring, the term is singular. When the term is used regarding offspring it always
implies progeny — that is, biological descendents.

In Genesis 3:15, “her seed” is a generic reference to mankind since it is speaking of Eve’s
descendents. It is understood as a plurality since there is no explicit reference to an individual
and as a consequence the term “they” should be used instead of “he” in the English translations
at the end of the verse [the singular X 1 can also be plural — see Exodus 1:10 as an example].

There is a very simple explanation for the reference to the enmity between the snake and the
offspring according to Uri Yosef.

“The enmity between snake and man, from mankind’s perspective, stems from the fact that in
general, snakes are pests, even dangerous pests. From a snake’s perspective, it is an animal
without the ability to reason and, thus, it acts on natural instincts — it must eat to survive, and its
main job is to look for sustenance while protecting itself from predators.” (Uri Yosef, Ph.D., for
the Messiah Truth Project, Inc)

Genesis 5:24 - Missionaries say that this verse refers to the prophecy of Jesus’ bodily
ascension. (Mark 16:19)
Enoch and Jesus were not the only bodily ascensions.

Enoch was a righteous man but could be swayed toward evil quite easily. This is why Hashem,
in His justice and mercy, took Enoch from this world.

Elijah was also taken bodily into heaven. (11 Kings 2:11)
The problem is that Jesus denied that anyone ascended into heaven. (John 3:13)

How can missionaries use Enoch’s ascension as a messianic prophecy when their own messiah
denies the fact that Enoch (or Elijah) ever ascended to Heaven?

There are inconsistencies with the "ascension” in the Christian Scriptures.
Did Jesus ascend into heaven?
The Book of Matthew does not report any ascension after Jesus met the eleven disciples in the

Galilee.

The Book of John does not report any ascension of Jesus after he met with the disciples.

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The Book of Mark reports the ascension of Jesus at the end of the book. However, the reliable
early manuscripts and ancient witnesses do not even include Mark 16:9-20. It is a forgery!

Where did the ascension take place?

The Book of Mark indicates that Jesus appeared to the eleven disciples while they were eating. It
looks from the text (verse 7) that Jesus appeared to the eleven disciples and ascended before
them while in the Galilee.

The Book of Luke indicates that Jesus appeared to the eleven disciples while they were gathered
in or near Jerusalem. Jesus then took them to Bethany and ascended from there.

The ascensions of Enoch and Elijah are different from that of Jesus.
Enoch was taken alive into heaven.

And Enoch walked with God, and he was no longer, for God had taken him.
Elijah was taken alive into heaven. (Il Kings 2:11)
Jesus died, was resurrected, and then was taken into heaven.

Genesis 9:26-27 - Missionaries say that this verse refers to the prophecy that the G-d of Shem
will be the Son of Shem. (Luke 3:36)

In order for this "prophecy” to be true the genealogy of Jesus in the Book of Luke would need to
be factual and they would need to show that Jesus was a valid contender for the throne of David.

Who is this Cainan? Why is there an extra generation between Shem and Abraham? (Luke 3:34-
36)

Why is the lineage traced through Nathan (Luke 3:31) when the Moshiach will be a descendant
of Solomon? (I Kings 1:37; | Kings 2:45)

Why are Shealtiel and Zerubbabel listed as descendants of “Neri” instead of Jeconiah? (Luke
3:27) The answer is quite simple. In Jeremiah 22:30 the descendants of Jeconiah are cut off from
ever sitting on the throne of David. So, if Jesus is a descendant of Jeconiah then he is not eligible
to be on the throne of David.

Why is Heli listed as the father of Joseph in contradiction to Matthew's genealogy? (Luke 3:23;
Matthew 1:16)

Genesis 11:7-8 - Missionaries say that this verse indicates the three persons of the trinity in
verse seven and the individual *Father in verse eight.

The “us” in this verse is referring to the angels. From here we learn the humility of the Holy
One, blessed be He. Since man was created in the likeness of the angels, and they would envy
him, He consulted them.
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Genesis 12:3 - Missionaries say that this verse is a prophecy regarding Jesus' descent from
Abraham. (Matthew 1:1-16)

In order for this "prophecy" to be true the genealogy of Jesus in the Book of Matthew would
need to be factually correct.

For a comparison of the Tanach, Matthew, and Luke genealogies at one glance, please refer to
the page Comparative Genealogy.

Who was the son of Ahaziah/Uzziah? (Matthew 1:9; I Chronicles 3:11)
Where are there missing generations after Joash? (Matthew 1:9; | Chronicles 3:11-13)

Where is the missing generation after Josiah? (Matthew 1:11; | Chronicles 3:15-16)
Why is there a completely different list after Zerubabbel? (Matthew 1:13-15; | Chronicles 3:19-
24)

In order for this "prophecy" to be true Jesus would need to be a valid contender for the throne of
David.

Jeconiah is listed as an ancestor of Jesus. (Matthew 1:11-12)
If this is true then Jesus is not a valid contender for the throne of David. (Jeremiah 22:30)

Genesis 12:3 - Missionaries say that this verse is a prophecy that as Abraham's seed, Jesus
will bless all the nations by leading them away from sin. (Acts. 3:25, 26)
There are inaccuracies within the text of Acts and the missionary interpretation.

Many people had blessed Abraham’s seed and have led them away from sin. What makes Jesus
any different from them? This verse in Genesis is telling mankind as a whole that those who
bless Abraham’s seed will be blessed and those who curse Abraham’s seed will be cursed.
Notice that the quote in Acts is not accurate. The verse in Bereishit specifically states that only
those who bless Abraham’s seed will be blessed. There is no universal blessing of the entire
world just as a matter of course. There must be an active blessing of Abraham’s seed in order for
an individual or nation to be blessed through Abraham’s seed.

Genesis 12:7 - Missionaries say that this verse is a prophecy that as Abraham's seed, Jesus
will fulfill the promises. (Galatians 3:16)

The word used for “seed” is V. Yhe roqt word (V ) 3 uset throughout the Tanach and has
various meanings.

Part of a plant (such as an apple seed) - Genesis 1:11
The sowing season - Genesis 8:22

Field crops and grains - Genesis 47:24

Semen - Leviticus 15:32

Progeny/offspring - Genesis 7:3
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There are different uses and meanings of the word "seed" depending upon its usage within the
passage.

When this term is used in the case of generic offspring, it is implicitly plural but if it is referring
to a specific offspring, the term is singular. When the term is used regarding offspring it always
implies progeny — that is, biological descendents.

In Genesis 12:7, “your seed” is a generic reference to Abraham’s descendants through Isaac. It is
understood as a plurality since there is no explicit reference to an individual.

Let’s look at how various Christian “Old Testaments” translate M.V 11 _ T
King James Version: And the LORD appeared unto Abram, and said, Unto thy seed will | give
this land: and there builded he an altar unto the LORD, who appeared unto him.

1611 King James Version: And the LORD appeared unto Abram, and said, Unto thy seed will |
give this land: and there builded he an altar unto the LORD, who appeared unto him.

American Standard Version: And Jehovah appeared unto Abram, and said, Unto thy seed will |
give this land: and there builded he an altar unto Jehovah, who appeared unto him.

Young’s Literal Translation: And Jehovah appeareth unto Abram, and saith, “To thy seed | give
this land;" and he buildeth there an altar to Jehovah, who hath appeared unto him.

Darby Translation: And Jehovah appeared to Abram, and said, Unto thy seed will | give this
land. And there he built an altar to Jehovah who had appeared to him.

Webster’s Bible: seed And the LORD appeared to Abram, and said, To thy seed will I give this
land: and there he erected an altar to the LORD, who appeared to him.

New World Translation: Jehovah now appeared to A’bram and said: “To your seed I am going to
give this land.” After that he built an altar there to Jehovah, who had appeared to him.

New King James Version: Then the LORD appeared to Abram and said, "To your descendants |
will give this land." And there he built an altar to the LORD, who had appeared to him.

New American Standard Bible: The LORD appeared to Abram and said, "To your descendants |
will give this land.” So he built an altar there to the LORD who had appeared to him.

Revised Standard Version: Then the LORD appeared to Abram, and said, "To your descendants |
will give this land.”" So he built there an altar to the LORD, who had appeared to him.

Hebrew Names Version: The LORD appeared to Avram, and said, "To your descendants | will
give this land.” He built an altar there to the LORD, who appeared to him.
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New Living Translation: Then the LORD appeared to Abram and said, "'l am going to give this
land to your offspring.” And Abram built an altar there to commemorate the LORD's visit.

New International Version: The Lord appeared to Abram and said, "To your offspring | will give
this land." So he built an altar there to the Lord, who had appeared to him.

English Standard Version: Then the Lord appeared to Abram and said, "To your offspring | will
give this land.” So he built there an altar to the Lord , who had appeared to him.

New Jerusalem Bible: Yahweh appeared to Abram and said, 'l shall give this country to your
progeny.' And there, Abram built an altar to Yahweh who had appeared to him.

As you can see, there is no one way that the Christian “Old Testament” even translates MW 1 1 _ T

seven of the translations listed, 7 ¥ Yranslated as seed which can be either plural or singular

depending upon the specificity or non-specificity of the verse. In four of the translations listed,
Viytrarslated in the plural, three of the translations translate  Vag offSpring, and one

translates  Vag progenyr both implying plurality.

The promise given in Genesis is the land. Notice that in Genesis there is only one promise
mentioned — that of the land. In Galatians the word “promises” is used implying more than one
promise. So what are the other promises? The promise is that the land will be given to
Abraham’s seed. Was the land ever given to Jesus? (Genesis 13:14-16)

The “seed” (V) ¥nentioned in verse 15 are the descendants of Abraham and the “seed” ( YV I 1. T
mentioned in verse 16 are also the descendants of Abraham. The word Vivused in broth verses.

If the “seed” in verse 15 — which is the same “seed” in chapter 12 — is Jesus then is the “seed” in
verse 16 Jesus as well? Was Jesus “like the dust of the earth so that if man will be able to count
the dust of the earth, so will your seed be counted.”?

Genesis 14:18 - Missionaries say that this verse is a prophecy that Jesus would become the
high priest according to the order of Melchizedek. (Hebrews 6:20)

Malchizedek was a descendant of Noah. Malchizedek was none other than Shem, the son of
Noach and ancestor (Great-Great-Great-Great-Great-Great-Great Grandfather) of Abraham.

This whole story is to show that — one — Malchizedek bares no grudge against Abraham for
killing his sons and — two — to foreshadow the meal offerings and libations that Abraham’s
children would offer in the future.

Malchizedek is a non-Jew although he believes in G-d and follows the Covenantal Laws of
Noach. He is not part of the priesthood of the Mishkan (Tabernacle) or the Beit HaMikdash
(Temple). He is also not part of the covenant made with Abraham.

Jesus was never a "high priest”.
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Where is the claim that Jesus was a high priest substantiated in the Christian scriptures? How can
Jesus be a priest to G-d if he is G-d? Notice that the verse in Genesis states that Malchizedek was
a priest not a high priest. Based upon the actual wording of the supposed prophecy alone, the
claim that Jesus is like Malchizedek, is false.

The "prophecy” is based upon a mistranslation.

The idea that Jesus will be a priest after the order of Malchizedek is in Psalm 110:4: The Lord
swore and will not repent; you are a priest forever because of the speech of Malchizedek.

The Christian Scripture translates this same verse as: The LORD has sworn And will not relent,
"You [are] a priest forever According to the order of Melchizedek."

The Christian Scripture mistranslates the word n | which means speech, saying, words, or
utterance.

This verse in Psalms is about G-d speaking to David and telling him that the kingship and
priesthood will be given to David’s children as an inheritance from Shem — David’s ancestor —
who was also a king and priest.

The term for priest — kohen — has the connotation of priesthood and rulership as in Il Samuel
8:18.

Genesis 14:18 - Missionaries say that this verse is a prophecy foreshadowing the **last
supper’’. (Matthew 26:26-29)

Bread and wine were staples of food and libations to G-d since the times of Noah. This is
actually a foreshadowing of the meal offerings and libations that Abraham’s children would offer
in the future.

Genesis 17:9 - Missionaries say that this verse is a prophecy showing that Jesus would be from
the seed of Isaac. (Romans 9:7)

There are different uses and meanings of the word "seed" depending upon its usage within the
passage.

When this term is used in the case of generic offspring, it is implicitly plural but if it is referring
to a specific offspring, the term is singular. When the term is used regarding offspring it always
implies progeny — that is, biological descendents.

In Genesis 17:9, “your seed” is a generic reference to Abraham’s descendants through Isaac. It is
understood as a plurality since there is no explicit reference to an individual.

This passage is simply stating that all the descendants from Abraham through Isaac are within
the covenant with G-d — the covenant of circumcision. (Genesis 17:10)
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Genesis 18:1-3, 13, 17-22 - Missionaries say that these passages show that G-d can and does
appear as a corporeal being therefore G-d made himself into a corporeal being known as
Jesus.

The three visitors were in fact angels.

From the very first verse we see that G-d is already there with Abraham before the three "men™
arrive. Verse three was addressed to G-d where Abraham was asking G-d to wait a bit while he
took care of the three "men". (Genesis 19:1)

Three angels were sent because angels can only perform one errand at a time. The three errands
are:

1. Announcement of Isaac's birth (Genesis 18:10)

2. Saving Lot (Genesis 19:21)

3. Overturning of Sodom (Genesis 19:22)

G-d spoke to Abraham in the presence of the three "men”. (Genesis 18:13)

G-d spoke to Abraham while the three "men" were in front of Abraham - it was not the "men"
who made the statement to Abraham. (Genesis 18:17-21) G-d reveals His inner thoughts to us.

We see G-d's inner thoughts in verses 17-19 with G-d's decision to tell Abraham about the cities
in verses 20-21.

G-d is still with Abraham after the "men™ leave. (Genesis 18:22) G-d was still there and waiting
for the three "men" to leave.

Genesis 22:2 - Missionaries say that this passage is a prophesy that Jesus would be crucified
on Golgotha which is where the Akeidah occurred. (Matthew 27:33, Mark 15:22, Luke 23:33,
John 19:17)

The Akeidah (binding of Isaac) took place on what is currently the Temple Mount which is in the
land of Moriah.

The land of Moriah refers to Jerusalem. According to Rashi, this is seen in 11 Chronicles 3:1:
And Solomon commenced to build the House of the Lord in Jerusalem on Mount Moriah, where
He had appeared to his father David, which he had prepared in David's place, in the threshing
floor of Ornan the Jebusite.

The location of Golgotha is not in the land of Moriah.

Golgotha is traditionally located in Jerusalem at the Church of the Holy Sepulcher but at the time
that Jesus supposedly lived, Golgotha would have been outside the city — meaning not in the land
of Moriah.

John 19:41: Now in the place where He was crucified there was a garden, and in the garden a
new tomb in which no one had yet been laid. [Note: Tombs would have been outside the city.]
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There is also historical precedence that shows that "Hadrian's builders replanned the old city,
incidentally confirming the bringing of the hill of Golgotha inside the new town wall. (The
Church in Ancient Society: From Galilee to Gregory the Great p.21)

Genesis 22:4 - Missionaries say that this passage is a prophesy that Jesus would spend three
days and three nights in the tomb.
Jesus was not in the tomb three days and three nights.

If Jesus was crucified on Friday as traditionally believed and was raised on Sunday, he did not
spend three days and nights in the tomb. He only spent two full nights, one full day, and two
partial days in the tomb.

Genesis 22:8 - Missionaries say that this passage is a prophesy that Jesus would be the final
Passover sacrifice who would take away the sin of the world. (John 1:29)
Abraham was to offer a burnt offering. (Genesis 22:6)

Jesus was not a burnt offering.
This "prophecy™ has already been fulfilled.
Abraham and Isaac both understood that Hashem would provide the “lamb” for the sacrifice.

They also both understood that if a “lamb” was not offered then it was Isaac who was to be the
sacrifice. (Genesis 22:7-9, 13)

This story of Abraham and Isaac actually proves that human sacrifice is forbidden by Hashem.
Man can only redeem himself from his own sins — he cannot redeem anyone else. (Ezekiel
18:20)

Genesis 38:6-9 - Missionaries say that Jesus did not have to be from the physical seed of
Joseph to be from the line of David. G-d gave seed to Joseph. (Matthew 1:18)
Jesus was not of the tribe of Judah.

If one believes that Jesus was born of a virgin then he had no tribal lineage since (1) G-d is not of
any tribe and (2) the tribal lineage is passed on exclusively through the biological father.
(Numbers 1:18; Numbers 36:7)

This passage in Genesis is referring to a Levirate marriage. (Deuteronomy 25:5-6)
The child born of the union between the brother of the dead man and his former wife -- both of

whom are intimately connected with the deceased man -- is considered the spiritual son of the
deceased.

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Genesis 49:10 - Missionaries say this is a prophecy that Jesus (as Shiloh) would arrive at the
proper time. (Galatians 3:16)
This reference in Galatians is not a reference to this verse.

This reference in Galatians is actually a reference to Genesis 12:7; 13:15; 24:7.

What do all these verses have in common? It is the promise of Eretz Yisrael (Land of Israel).
Even in Genesis 49:10 there is this promise because it speaks about the scepter of David and his
descendants and the ingathering of the exiles.

The scepter shall not leave David's household.

This verse in Genesis is making the statement that the scepter (kingship/rulership) shall not pass
from David’s household even during the period of the exiles.

Shiloh does in fact refer to the Moshiach. However, the Moshiach will be a king just like David
and Solomon. Jesus was never a king.

Genesis 49:10 - Missionaries say this is a prophecy that Jesus (as Shiloh) is of the seed and
tribe of Judah. (Matthew 1:1-3, Luke 3:33)

The scepter shall not depart from David and his descendants through Solomon who will retain
rightful ownership to the kingship of Eretz Yisrael.

In order to take this verse as a basis for determining Jesus’ eligibility to even serve as king, we
need to look at the genealogies in Matthew and Luke.

Problems with the genealogy in the Book of Matthew

1. Who was the son of Ahaziah/Uzziah? (Matthew 1:9; | Chronicles 3:11)

2. Where are the missing generations after Joash? (Matthew 1:9; | Chronicles 3:11-13)

3. Where is the missing generation after Josiah? (Matthew 1:11; | Chronicles 3:15-16)

4. Jeconiah is listed as an ancestor of Jesus. If this is true then Jesus is not a valid contender for
the throne of David. (Matthew 1:11-12; Jeremiah 22:30)

Problems with the genealogy in the Book of Luke

1. Who is this Cainan? Why is there an extra generation between Shem and Abraham? (Luke

2. Why is the lineage traced through Nathan when the Moshiach will be a descendant of
Solomon? (Luke 3:31; 1 Kings 1:37; | Kings 2:45)

3. Why are Shealtiel and Zerubbabel listed as descendants of “Neri” instead of Jeconiah? (Luke
3:27) The answer is quite simple. In Jeremiah 22:30 the descendants of Jeconiah are cut off from
ever sitting on the throne of David. So, if Jesus is a descendant of Jeconiah then he is not eligible
to be on the throne of David.
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4. Why is Heli listed as the father of Joseph in contradiction to Matthew's genealogy? (Luke
3:23; Matthew 1:16)

Genesis 49:10 - Missionaries say this is a prophecy that Jesus is Shiloh because Shiloh means
"One Sent™. (John 17:3)
"Shiloh" is mistranslated in the Christian Scripture.

The word Shiloh (I 2 Y doe&hot mean “One Sent”. It means “tranquility”. It comes from the root
word shalah (N . )>whidh means “to be at rest” or “to be at ease”.

Genesis 49:10 could just as easily be rendered thus: The scepter shall not depart from Judah, nor
the student of the law from between his feet, until tranquility comes, and to him will be a
gathering of peoples.

The word Shiloh (I 2 Y can Wlso mean “that which belongs to him” and comes from the
combination of * | Which means “a gift to him”.

Genesis 49:10 could also be rendered as: The scepter shall not depart from Judah, nor the student
of the law from between his feet, until the Messiah comes, to whom the kingdom belongs, and to
him will be a gathering of peoples.

Genesis 49:10 - Missionaries say this is a prophecy that Jesus (as Shiloh) would arrive before
Judah lost its identity. (John 11:47-52)
There will be a gathering of exiles when the Moshiach arrives.

In the passage from John there is made mention of the gathering of the exiles. This is part of the
prophecy from Genesis 49 but it was never accomplished by Jesus. In fact, even more Jews were
scattered into the diaspora after he came and went which means that in some sense Judah did
lose its identity.

Genesis 49:10 - Missionaries say this is a prophecy that Jesus (as Shiloh) will be obeyed by the
people. (John 10:16)
Obedience to the Moshiach is not part of this prophecy.

The scepter not departing from Judah just means that the throne will never depart from the House
of David which means that the Moshiach must be a legitimate heir to the throne from the House
of David.

The student of the law refers to the scribes of the land and the legislation — in other words, the
law and justice.

The gathering of peoples refers to the ingathering of the exiles.

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Book of Isaiah
Isaiah 7:14 - Missionaries say that the messiah will be born of a virgin. (Matthew 1:23)
The word used is translated as young maiden and not virgin and the young maiden (or young
woman). Almah means a young woman of marriageable age and has nothing to do with being a
virgin or not.

Jewish Translation - Psalm 68:26: Singers went first, minstrels afterwards, in the midst of
maidens (N . n) playingstimkmels.

Christian Translation - Psalm 68:26: The singers went before, the players on instruments
[followed] after; Among [them were] the maidens (0 . 1) pl&yingutimbmels.

The Hebrew term for virgin is betulah.

Jewish Translation - Isaiah 23:4: Be ashamed, for the sea said, the stronghold of the sea, saying,
"I have not travailed, nor have | borne, neither have | reared young men nor have I raised virgins
M1 S5nP"'n1 2

Christian Translation - Isaiah 23:4: Be ashamed, O Sidon; For the sea has spoken, The strength
of the sea, saying, "I do not labor, nor bring forth children; Neither do I rear young men, [Nor]
bring up virgins(M1 > N"Nn 1 2

The Christian Scriptures mistranslate this verse to make it appear as if it were a future prophecy
(with regards to the pregnancy). We can plainly see that she was pregnant at the time of this
prophecy.

Jewish: Therefore, the Lord, of His own, shall give you a sign; behold, the young woman is with
child, and she shall bear a son, and she shall call his name Immanuel.

Christian: Therefore the Lord Himself will give you a sign: Behold, the virgin shall conceive and
bear a Son, and shall call His name Immanuel.

The prophecy is not about the virginity or non-virginity of the woman nor is the prophecy about
the birth. In reality, the prophecy is what will happen during the child's life. (Isaiah 7:14-16)

The child spoken of in Isaiah is the son of King Ahaz or, alternatively, a child of Isaiah. This
prophecy was already fulfilled. (11 Kings 15:30; Il Kings 16:9)

The child is already born and spoken of in the very next chapter. Isaiah 8:8: And it will penetrate
into Judah, overflowing as it passes through, up to the neck it will reach; and the tips of his
wings will fill the breadth of your land, Immanuel.

Isaiah 53:4-6, 9- Missionaries say that Jesus fulfilled the prophecy of living a sinless and non-
violent life.
Jesus did indeed sin.
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Honoring the father and mother (Leviticus 19:3; Matthew 10:34-37)

Attitude toward Gentiles (Exodus 22:20; Matthew 15:22-27)

Not adding to, subtracting from, or changing the Torah (Deuteronomy 13:1) Divorce
(Deuteronomy 24:1; Matthew 19:9) Sabbath (Exodus 20:10; Matthew 12:1)

Jesus did indeed commit violent acts. (Matthew 21:12; Mark 11:15-16; Luke 19:45; John 2:15)

Isaiah 53:11 - Missionaries say that Jesus fulfilled the prophecy of dying for our sins. (Mark
10:45)
Man shall only be punished for his own sins. (Ezekiel 18:20)

G-d does not require blood sacrifices and human sacrifices are absolutely against G-d's Law.
(Ezekiel 33:11; Jeremiah 36:3; Hosea 14:3)

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Book of Jeremiah

Jeremiah 23:5-8 - Missionaries say that these passages refer to Jesus since he is the messiah,
descended from David.

Jesus does not come from the line of David since Joseph is not the biological father of Jesus.

If one believes that Jesus was born of a virgin then he had no tribal lineage since (1) G-d is not of
any tribe and (2) the tribal lineage is passed on exclusively through the biological father.
(Numbers 1:18; Numbers 36:7; Jeremiah 31:30)

Jeremiah 31:30: Behold, days are coming, says the Lord, and I will form a covenant with the
house of Israel and with the house of Judah, a new covenant.

The “new” covenant is described beginning in verse 32. The covenant that Christianity speaks
about is nowhere to be found within this description.

There are two Messianic prophecies attached to this "new" covenant that have yet to be fulfilled.
(Jeremiah 31:33; Jeremiah 31:37-39)

Book of Jonah

Jonah 2:1 - Missionaries say that this passage is a prophecy that Jesus would spend three days
and nights in the tomb.

Jesus was not in the tomb three days and three nights.

If Jesus was crucified on Friday as traditionally believed and was raised on Sunday, he did not

spend three days and nights in the tomb. He only spent two full nights, one full day, and two
partial days in the tomb.

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Book of Leviticus
Leviticus 14:11 - Missionaries say that this passage is a prophecy that Jesus would prove his
priesthood via, cleansing the leper. (Luke 5:12-14)
The condition being discussed is tzara'ath (N . Mwhiadh_is Rot leprosy (Leviticus 14:34). Leprosy

does not afflict houses.

We see in Luke that Jesus healed a man of lepra (Aénpa) — leprosy. This is not the disease that is
spoken about in the verse from Vayikra.

Let’s look at the act of cleansing by the kohen. The cleansing is done after the tzara’ath has
already healed (Leviticus 14:3). We see in Luke that Jesus healed the man. This is not part of
what the kohen is charged with doing according to the law in Leviticus.

On the seventh day, if the person is healed of the tzara’ath, the kohen performs the cleansing
ritual which involves two birds, a cedar stick, a strip of crimson wool, and a hyssop. One of the
birds is slaughtered over spring water in a bowl while the other bird and objects are dipped in the
slaughtered bird’s blood. After which the person is sprinkled seven times with the bird and
objects. The live bird is set free and the person must immerse his garments and himself in water
and shave off all his hair. The person is now cleansed.

We see in Luke that Jesus commands the man to take sacrifices to the priest as commanded.
Sacrifices are not initially taken to the kohen — only the birds and other objects | have mentioned.
In addition, the sacrifices are brought only after the kohen determines if the person is healed and
has been cleansed. The person does not bring the sacrifices as a “testimony” to the kohen that he
is healed. So, we see that Jesus’ command in Luke is wrong.

It is on the eighth day that the person will bring a sin offering, burnt offering, and meal offering
to the kohen thus effecting atonement for the person who was just cleansed. After the sacrifices,
the person is considered completely cleansed.

Jesus did not heal the person of tzara’ath but healed him of leprosy.

It is not the kohen who heals the person but instead determines if the person is healed and can
therefore be cleansed.

Sacrifices are brought on the eighth day — after the initial cleansing ritual — and not on the
seventh day.
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Leviticus 16:15-17 - Missionaries say that this passage is a prophecy that Jesus is the once-
for-all sin offering. (Hebrews 9:7-14)

This supposed prophecy is based upon the belief that Jesus was the final sin sacrifice. This
passage is discussing the Yom Kippur service. Let’s look at what the passages of Leviticus really
say.

Leviticus 16:5: And from the community of the children of Israel, he shall take two he goats as a
sin offering, and one ram as a burnt offering.

A he goat will be used as the sin offering for the Children of Israel. This is the offering that was
brought on Yom Kippur from the time of the Mishkan. (Leviticus 16:5) The other sin offering is
for Aaron and his household only. This is the offering that was brought on Yom Kippur by the
Kohen Gadol from the time of the Mishkan. (Leviticus 16:6) The blood of the sin offering of the
bull —that is the sin offering for Aaron and his family — was sprinkled on and around the Ark.
(Leviticus 16:14)

Jesus was never a “sacrifice” for Aaron and his household. Jesus’ blood was not sprinkled on and
around the Ark.

The blood of the sin offering of the he goat — that is the sin offering for the Children of Israel —
was sprinkled on and around the Ark. (Leviticus 16:15)

Jesus was never a “sacrifice” for the Children of Israel. Jesus’ blood was not sprinkled on and
around the Ark.

We see in Leviticus 16:16 that Aaron was to make atonement for those who

1. Defiled the sanctuary accidently by entering the sanctuary without knowing they were unclean
2. Defiled the sanctuary willfully by entering the sanctuary knowing they were unclean

3. Those who committed unintentional sins

None of these apply to the supposed sacrificial purpose of Jesus.

It was not the blood that cleansed the people. It was the teshuva, in other words — repentance.
Those who bring sin sacrifice must also repent of their sins. Since this is true, the blood of Jesus
has no effect upon people since he did not call for repentance.

Sacrifices were never the only way to repent and return to Hashem. Blood is not a requirement
for forgiveness. (Psalm 40:7; 1l Samuel 12:13; Micah 6:6-8; Hosea 14:2-3) Jeremiah even
warned against overreliance on the sacrificial system. (Jeremiah 7:3-7, 21-23)

If Jesus was the last sin sacrifice, why will the sacrifices be reinstituted when the third Temple
will be built? (Isaiah 56:7; Jeremiah 33:17-18; Zechariah 14:21, 43:22-25)
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If the sin offering was done away with why did Paul and four other men bring sacrifices as
prescribed for the Nazirite vow (Acts 21:17-26)? This includes a sin offering (Numbers 6:13-15).

Leviticus 16:27 - Missionaries say that this passage is a prophecy that Jesus is the once-for-all
sin offering that is burnt outside the camp. (Matthew 27:33; Hebrews 13:11-12)

This supposed prophecy is based upon the belief that Jesus was the final sin sacrifice. This
passage is discussing the Yom Kippur service. Let’s look at what the passages of Leviticus really
say.

Leviticus 16:5: And from the community of the children of Israel, he shall take two he goats as a
sin offering, and one ram as a burnt offering.

A he goat will be used as the sin offering for the Children of Israel. This is the offering that was
brought on Yom Kippur from the time of the Mishkan. (Leviticus 16:5) The other sin offering is
for Aaron and his household only. This is the offering that was brought on Yom Kippur by the
Kohen Gadol from the time of the Mishkan. (Leviticus 16:6) The blood of the sin offering of the
bull —that is the sin offering for Aaron and his family — was sprinkled on and around the Ark.
(Leviticus 16:14)

Jesus was never a “sacrifice” for Aaron and his household. Jesus’ blood was not sprinkled on and
around the Ark.

The blood of the sin offering of the he goat — that is the sin offering for the Children of Israel —
was sprinkled on and around the Ark. (Leviticus 16:15)

Jesus was never a “sacrifice” for the Children of Israel. Jesus’ blood was not sprinkled on and
around the Ark.

The fat of the sin offering was to go up in smoke upon the altar (Leviticus 16:25)
The fat of Jesus was never burnt upon the altar.

The sin offerings (notice — there were multiple offerings) were slaughtered within the camp.
Jesus was not slaughtered within the city.

Parts of the sin offerings (the blood and fat) were used in ceremonies within the camp. Jesus’
blood and fat were never used in ceremonies within the city.

If part of this sin offering ritual refers to Jesus then the entire sin offering ritual must refer to
him. Clearly, this is not the case.
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Leviticus 17:11 - Missionaries say that this passage is a prophecy that Jesus is the once-for-all
sin offering whose blood makes atonement for sin. (Matthew 26:28; Mark 10:45; | John 3:14-
18)

This supposed prophecy is based upon the idea that it is only blood sacrifices that can atone for a
person’s sins. However, this is not the truth.

If we look at this verse in context we see that it is really referring to the idea that blood is the life
source and this is why we are forbidden to offer sacrifices anywhere other than the Tabernacle
(and later the Temples) and why we are forbidden to eat blood. (Leviticus 17:3-4, 8-14) We see
that this verse in context is not only referring to sin sacrifices. It is really only offering an
explanation and command that the sacrifices must be offered in a specific way and only offered
to Hashem.

This is not a statement about blood sacrifices being the only way to have a remission of sins.
This command is about the sanctity of life. The blood is the life of all living creatures. This is a
command against murder and the harming of humans and animals.

Sin sacrifices are to be brought by someone who unintentionally sins and the sins are made
known to him. (Leviticus 4:27-28)

Nowhere in the Tanach does it say that blood is the only accepted form of atonement for sins. It
was not the blood that cleansed the people. It was the teshuva — repentance. Those who bring sin
sacrifices must also repent of their sins.

Repentance also atones for sins. (11 Samuel 12:13)
Devotion to Hashem also atones for sins. (Micah 6:6-8)
Prayer to Hashem also atones for sins. (I Kings 8:46-50)
Charity also atones for sins. (Daniel 4:24)

During the Messianic Age, sacrifices will be reinstituted. (Jeremiah 33:17-18; Zechariah 14:21)

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Book of Micah
Micah 5:1-2 - Missionaries say that Jesus fulfilled the prophecy of the Messiah being born in

Bethlehem. (Matthew 2:1)
Micah speaks of Bethlehem as the Messiah’s place of origin since this is David’s birthplace and

the Messiah will be a descendant of David. (Isaiah 11:1-9; | Chronicles 22:9-10)

Book of Psalms

Psalm 2:7 - Missionaries say that this is a prophecy that Jesus will be G-d's son. (Matthew
3:17)

This verse is a reference to David. This Psalm is parallel to Psalm 89:27-30. It shows that David
will call G-d "my Father" and David is referred to as a firstborn of G-d.

Psalm 22:2 - Missionaries say that this is a prophecy that Jesus would cry out on the cross.
(Matthew 27:46, Mark 15:34)
This Psalm is about David.

David describes his own pain, anguish, and longing during those times when he was a fugitive
from his enemies and he is grieved that G-d is not always listening to him. David asks why G-d
is “far from my salvation” but Jesus never expected to be saved so why would this verse refer to
Jesus? Prophetically, this entire verse is regarding Israel’s plight during its long exile and its plea
for a speedy deliverance.

There is no consensus on Jesus' last words.

How can this "prophecy" be fulfilled if there is no agreement that Jesus even made this
statement? (Matthew 27:46, 50; Mark 15:34, 37; Luke 23:46; John 19:30)

Psalm 22:7-8 - Missionaries say that this is a prophecy that Jesus would be mocked. (Matthew
27:41-44; Mark 15:29-32; Luke 23:35-36, 39)
This Psalm is about David.

David describes his own pain, anguish, and longing during those times when he was a fugitive
from his enemies and he is grieved that G-d is not always listening to him. David asks why G-d
is “far from my salvation” but Jesus never expected to be saved so why would this verse refer to
Jesus? Prophetically, this entire verse is regarding Israel’s plight during its long exile and its plea
for a speedy deliverance.

Psalm 22:17 - Missionaries say that this is a prophecy that Jesus would be crucified. (Matthew
27:35; Mark 15:25; Luke 23:33; John 19:17-18)
This Psalm is about David.

David describes his own pain, anguish, and longing during those times when he was a fugitive
from his enemies and he is grieved that G-d is not always listening to him. David asks why G-d
is “far from my salvation” but Jesus never expected to be saved so why would this verse refer to
Jesus? Prophetically, this entire verse is regarding Israel’s plight during its long exile and its plea
for a speedy deliverance.

The Christian scriptures use a non-existent Hebrew word.
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Missionaries have made up a new Hebrew word (one that never has existed). They say that korali
means pierced which leads them to mistranslate the passage. The word ka’ari (* - )means like a
lion or as a lion. This same word is used (and correctly translated in the Christian scriptures) in
Numbers 23:24; Numbers 24:9; Isaiah 38:13; and Ezekiel 22:25.

Psalm 22:19 - Missionaries say that this is a prophecy that Jesus's garments would be taken
and distributed by lots. (Matthew 27:35; Mark 15:24; Luke 23:34; John 19:23-24)
This Psalm is about David.

David describes his own pain, anguish, and longing during those times when he was a fugitive
from his enemies and he is grieved that G-d is not always listening to him. David asks why G-d
is “far from my salvation” but Jesus never expected to be saved so why would this verse refer to
Jesus? Prophetically, this entire verse is regarding Israel’s plight during its long exile and its plea
for a speedy deliverance.

The previous verse (Psalms 22:18: | tell about all my bones. They look and gloat over me.)
shows that the subject of this Psalm is so skinny that his bones could be counted. David is talking
about himself as a metaphorical reference to the desire of his enemies to take away his throne
and claim it as their own.

Psalm 34:21 - Missionaries say that this is a prophecy that Jesus would not have his bones
broken on the cross. (John 19:32-33)
This verse is referring to generic righteous people.

The preceding verse (20) shows that the person referred to in verse 21 is a generic righteous
person — not a specific person.

Psalm 35:11 - Missionaries say that this is a prophecy that Jpredicts the false witnesses
against Jesus. (Mark 14:57)
This verse refers to David.

David is speaking about false accusations that were hurled at him by his enemies. If you read the
entire chapter, it is evident that this is referring to David’s friends who have turned into enemies.

Psalm 38:12 - Missionaries say that this is a prophecy that Jesus' family, disciples, and friends
will stand far away. (Matthew 27:55; Mark 15:40; Luke 23:49)
There is no consensus as to where Jesus' acquaintances stood.

Matthew, Mark, and Luke all state that Jesus' acquaintances stood far off yet this is not what
John 19:25 states. John states that they stood by the cross.

This verse refers to David.
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In this verse David is referring to those who act like his friends but stand aloof from him when
he is afflicted. He is also referring to people who have shown to be close to him who stand at a
distance. David is making the statement that suffering is chastisement for sin and part of that
suffering is having close ones stand at a distance.

If this verse refers to Jesus then the entire chapter must refer to him.
Psalm 38:5: For my iniquities passed over my head; as a heavy burden they are too heavy for me.
Psalm 38:19: For I relate my iniquity; | worry about my sin.

Missionaries claim that Jesus was sinless so he cannot be the object of this verse or chapter.

Psalm 41:10 - Missionaries say that this is a prophecy that Jesus would be betrayed by a
friend. (Matthew 26:21-23; Mark 14:18-20; Luke 22:21-22; John 13:21, 26)
This verse - and chapter - refer to David.

If one reads the entire Psalm, it is very clear that David is speaking about a close associate who
was trying to trip up David.

Verse 12 shows that David is successful and the plot is unsuccessful. This is the opposite of the
Judas plot which was successful.

If this verse refers to Jesus then the entire chapter must refer to him.
Psalm 41:5: I said, "O Lord, be gracious to me; heal my soul because | have sinned against You."

Missionaries claim that Jesus was sinless so he cannot be the object of this verse or chapter.

Psalm 69:22 - Missionaries say that this is a prophecy that Jesus would be offered gall and
vinegar during his crucifixion. (Matthew 27:34; Mark 15:23)
There is no consensus as to what Jesus drank during the crucifixion.

There is not one single verse that describes Jesus being offered gall mixed with vinegar. The
closest in sour wine mixed with gall in Matthew 27.

Matthew records sour wine mingled with gall and sour wine. (Matthew 27:34-35, 46-48)
Mark records wine mingled with myrrh and sour wine. (Mark 15:23-24, 34-36)

Luke records sour wine. (Luke 23:36)

John records sour wine. (John 19:29-30)

This verse is about David.

David describes his own pain, anguish, and longing during those times when he was a fugitive
from his enemies. He is metaphorically stating that his enemies were unusually cruel to him —
“putting salt in his wounds”. Prophetically, this entire verse is regarding Israel’s plight during its
long exile and its plea for a speedy deliverance.
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If this verse refers to Jesus then the entire chapter must refer to him.

Psalm 69:6: O God, You know my folly, and my acts of guilt are not concealed from You.
Missionaries claim that Jesus was sinless so he cannot be the object of this verse or chapter.

Psalm 110:1 - Missionaries say that this is a prophecy that Jesus would sit at G-d's right side.
(Matthew 22:44; Mark 12:36, 16:19; Luke 20:42-43; Acts 2:34-35; Hebrews 1:13)

Psalm 110:1: Of David a psalm. The word of the Lord to my master; "Wait for My right hand,
until I make your enemies a footstool at your feet.”

This verse is about David.
Notice that in the original Hebrew the initial verse contains “Of David a psalm” indicating that
this psalm was written about David.

This scripture has been misinterpreted based upon a mistranslated scripture. The original Hebrew
says: The word of the L-rd to my master while the Christian translation says: The L-rd says to
my L-rd.

Psalm 110:1: A Psalm of David. The LORD said to my Lord, "Sit at My right hand, Till | make
Your enemies Your footstool." (NKJV)

The Christian translation is also mistranslated because the original Hebrew says "Wait for My
right hand" and not "Sit at My right hand."

The remainder of the chapter speaks of David's rule and what G-d has done for him in defeating
his enemies. None of this ever happened to Jesus.

Psalm 118:22 - Missionaries say that this is a prophecy that Jesus would be the stone that was
rejected by his people and that he became the cornerstone for a new religion. (Matthew 21:42;
| Peter 2:7)

This verse is about David.

This verse is metaphorically about David being rejected by his father and brothers when Samuel
came to Jesse's home to anoint one of his sons as the next king of Israel.

This verse can also be about the Children of Israel.

Prophetically, this verse can refer to the Children of Israel who were despised and rejected by the
Nations but those same Nations will come to realize that the Children of Israel is the cornerstone.
(Genesis 49:24)

There is a call for thanksgiving and prayer in the remaining part of the chapter. (Psalm 118: 24-
29)
There is no call for thanksgiving and prayer after the rejection of Jesus.

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Book of Zechariah

Zechariah 3:8 - Missionaries say that G-d says outright that Joshua is symbolic of things to
come - that "'l am going to bring my servant the Branch."'

The "Shoot" refers to Zerubbabel.

Zerubbabel, the governor of Judah, is insignificant in the king’s court, but G-d will make his
greatness burgeon. G-d will also give him favor in the eyes of the king, so that he will grant
Zerubbabel’s request for the building of the Temple and the city. (Zechariah 4:6-10; Haggai
1:14-15)

Zechariah 3:9 - Missionaries say this is a prophecy Jesus as a sacrifice “will remove the sin of
this land in a single day.".
"One day" refers to a lack of knowledge as to exactly when the Second Temple will be built.

The foundation stone for the Second Temple had been laid in the days of King Cyrus. However,
the actual building of the Temple was abruptly stopped. (Ezra 4:23-24)

Zechariah 6:12-13 - Missionaries say that this passage is a prophecy that Jesus as the
"Branch™ would rebuild the Temple and reign as priest and king.
The "Shoot" refers to Zerubbabel.

Zerubbabel, the governor of Judah, is insignificant in the king’s court, but G-d will make his
greatness burgeon. G-d will also give him favor in the eyes of the king, so that he will grant
Zerubbabel’s request for the building of the Temple and the city. (Zechariah 4:6-10; Haggai
1:14-15; Zechariah 6:13)

There are two separate people being spoken about in these verses.

The Temple will be built by the "Shoot" who is the ruler (Zerubabbel) and there will also be a
priest (Joshua). (Zechariah 4:9-10; Zechariah 3:1; Haggai 1:12)

Zechariah 9:9 - Missionaries say that this passage is a prophecy that Jesus will ride into
Jerusalem on a donkey proving he is the messiah. (Matthew 21:7, Mark 11:7, Luke 19:35,
John 12:14)

This is not exclusive to Jesus.

Many, many people rode into Jerusalem on a donkey so even if though this verse is about the
messiah it cannot only be about Jesus.

The prophecy continues into the very next verse which explains that when the Messiah arrives on
a donkey, it will be a demonstration that he will be exercising his dominion over the entire world
and the implements of war will be destroyed.

Jesus was not a triumphant world leader. (Matthew 27:31)

Zechariah 11:10-12 - Missionaries say that this passage is a prophecy of the thirty pieces of
silver that was paid to Judas in order that he betray Jesus and turn him over to the Romans.
(Matthew 26:14-15)

The Book of Matthew is the only one of the gospels to mention the thirty pieces of silver. If it
was a prophecy that was fulfilled why is it only recorded in one book?

There is also conflict as to what actually happened with the money. (Matthew 27:5; Acts 1:18)
This passage is speaking about the righteous among the Jews (those who kept G-d’s mitzvot).
The fee refers to the fulfillment of the mitzvot which is payment to G-d. If this payment is made,
then G-d will not forsake the righteous. The thirty silver pieces refers to the thirty righteous ones.

By throwing the deed of these thirty people into the Temple, to the treasurer, Zechariah
symbolized that the Temple would be rebuilt because of their merits.

The treasurer is the one who smelts the coins — which is why the word 1 _ is generally translated
as “potter”. Why the number thirty? Abraham was promised that there would be no generation
that had less than thirty righteous men. G-d is clearly chiding the wicked amongst the people.
When Zechariah threw the deeds of the thirty righteous into the Temple, G-d declared that it was
because of these thirty that the end of the Babylonian exile would come and the Temple would
be rebuilt.

Zechariah 13:7 - Missionaries say that this passage is a prophecy that Jesus would be betrayed
by his disciples. (Matthew 26:56)

Jesus three times before the rooster crowed twice. (Mark 14:54, 66-72)

Order of confrontation: servant girl, a man, another man. Peter denied Jesus three times before
the rooster crowed. (Luke 22:54-61)

Order of confrontation: servant girl, “they said to him”, another servant. Peter denied Jesus three
times before the rooster crowed. (John 18:15-18, 25-27)

Pilate

the Chief Priests and the Elders and one afterwards. (Matthew 27:1-2, 11-14)

the Chief Priests and one afterwards. (Mark 15:1-5)
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Jesus was brought to Pilate who asked him one question — after hearing accusations from the
“multitude”. Pilate finds no fault with him but the Chief Priests and crowd offer more
accusations. (Luke 23:1-6)

Pilate then turns Jesus over to Herod since Herod has jurisdiction in this case. Herod questioned
him and the Chief Priests and Scribes made accusations against Jesus. Herod and his soldiers
then mocked and clothed Jesus in a “gorgeous robe” and sent him back to Pilate.

Pilate released Barabbas before delivering Jesus to crucifixion. (Luke 23:25-26)

(John 19:1-5,
8-9, 15-16)

Jesus spoke his last words and died. The soldier came to break his legs but since he appeared
dead, the soldier thrust a sword into his side.

According to the Book of Matthew

Mary Magdalene and the other Mary visited the tomb. One angel was present outside the tomb
who frightened the guards. (Matthew 28:1-2, 4)

Mary Magdalene and the other Mary ran to tell the Disciples what they saw. (Matthew 28:8, 11)
Jesus appears to the Disciples in Galilee where Jesus gives them the commission to baptize and
teach the world. (Matthew 28:16-20)

According to the Book of Mark

Mary Magdalene, Mary the mother of James, and Salome visited the tomb. One angel was
present inside the tomb. The women spoke to nobody about what they saw. (Mark 16:1, 4-5, 8)
Jesus appeared to Mary Magdalene. (Mark 16:9-11)

Jesus appeared to two travelers. (Mark 16:12-13)

Jesus appeared to the Disciples — most likely in Jerusalem - where Jesus gives them the
commission to baptize and teach the world. (Mark 16:14-18)

Jesus then ascends into heaven. (Mark 16:19)

According to the Book of Luke

“They” (presumably the women who came from the Galilee) and other women visited the tomb.
Two angels were present inside the tomb. (Luke 24:1-4)

The women ran to tell the Disciples what they saw. Peter then ran to the tomb to investigate for

himself. (Luke 24:9-12)

Jesus appeared to two travelers. (Luke 24:13-16, 30-31, 33-34)

Jesus appeared to the Disciples in Jerusalem and takes them to Bethany. (Luke 24:36, 49)

Jesus then leads them to Bethany where he gives them the commission to baptize and teach the

world. (Luke 24:50)

Jesus then ascends into heaven. (Luke 24:51)
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According to the Book of John

Mary Magdalene alone visited the tomb but saw no angels. (John 20:1)

Mary Magdalene ran and told Peter what she saw. Peter and another Disciple then ran to the
tomb to investigate. (John 20:2-3)

Mary Magdalene sees two angels inside the tomb. (John 20:11-12)

Jesus appears to Mary Magdalene. (John 20:14, 16, 18)

Jesus appears to his Disciples. (John 20:19)

Jesus appears to “Doubting Thomas”. (John 20:24-25, 27-28)

Jesus appears to the Disciples at the Sea of Tiberias. (John 21:1, 24-25)

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Meal to Resurrection i Timeline for 30 CE

Jonah 2:1-3: (1) And the Lord appointed a huge fish to swallow up Jonah, and Jonah was in the

belly of the fish for three days and three nights. (2) And Jonah prayed to the Lord his God, from
the belly of the fish. (3) And he said: | called out from my distress to the Lord, and He answered
me; from the belly of the grave I cried out, You heard my voice.

Traditionally, Christianity has viewed these verses as a messianic prophecy. Christianity claims
that since Jesus was in the grave for three days and three nights, he fulfilled this prophecy.

Let’s look at the actual meal, arrest, trial, crucifixion, and resurrection of Jesus according to the
Book of Matthew.

Matthew 26:2: "You know that after two days is the Passover, and the Son of Man will be
delivered up to be crucified.”

This would indicate that the following took place on 13 Nisan, two days before Pesach began.

Matthew 26:3-5: (3) Then the chief priests, the scribes, and the elders of the people assembled at
the palace of the high priest, who was called Caiaphas, (4) and plotted to take Jesus by trickery
and kill [Him]. (5) But they said, "Not during the feast, lest there be an uproar among the
people."

According to these passages the chief priests, scribes, and the elders did not want to arrest Jesus
during the festival for fear of backlash from the people. So, according to this, they should have
waited the entire seven days of Pesach.

However, for argument sake, let’s just assume that they meant the first day — 15 Nisan when the
Pesach Seder was held.

Matthew 26:17-19 : (17) Now on the first [day of the Feast] of the Unleavened Bread the
disciples came to Jesus, saying to Him, "Where do You want us to prepare for You to eat the
Passover?" (18) And He said, "Go into the city to a certain man, and say to him, "The Teacher
says, "My time is at hand; I will keep the Passover at your house with My disciples.” ' " (19) So
the disciples did as Jesus had directed them; and they prepared the Passover.

An argument could be made that this would have taken place before Pesach began and was
the14™ of Nisan. However, a literal reading of this passage shows that they were preparing for
Pesach on 15 Nisan.
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This is a huge problem since 15 Nisan is the beginning of Pesach and the Seder would be eaten
at night (the beginning of 15 Nisan). However, for argument sake, let’s assume they were talking
about the preparation day which was 14 Nisan.

Matthew 26:20-21: (20) When evening had come, He sat down with the twelve. (21) Now as
they were eating, He said, "Assuredly, | say to you, one of you will betray Me."

As we can see here, it was evening which meant it was the beginning of 15 Nisan and the
beginning of Pesach. According to these passages, the supper was on Pesach.

Matthew 26:30, 50: (30) And when they had sung a hymn, they went out to the Mount of Olives.
... (50) But Jesus said to him, "Friend, why have you come?" Then they came and laid hands on
Jesus and took Him.

Didn’t the priests say they would not arrest Jesus during the festival? They just arrested him on
15 Nisan!

Matthew 26:57-27:56 describes the trial and crucifixion of Jesus which — if you believe the text —
took place during the day of 15 Nisan — the first day of Pesach.

Matthew 27:57-60: (57) Now when evening had come, there came a rich man from Arimathea,
named Joseph, who himself had also become a disciple of Jesus. (58) This man went to Pilate
and asked for the body of Jesus. Then Pilate commanded the body to be given to him. (59) When
Joseph had taken the body, he wrapped it in a clean linen cloth, (60) and laid it in his new tomb
which he had hewn out of the rock; and he rolled a large stone against the door of the tomb, and
departed.

If this text is to be believed than evening had already set and they would have buried him on 16
Nisan — the first day after the beginning of Pesach. This would put his burial on Friday night — 16
Nisan!

Matthew 28:6: He is not here; for He is risen, as He said. Come, see the place where the Lord
lay.

From a reading of the text we see that Jesus was arrested and tried on the evening (beginning of)
15 Nisan. He was crucified during the day on 15 Nisan. He was buried in the evening (beginning
of) 16 Nisan.
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In other words, he was arrested and tried on Thursday night, crucified on Friday during the day,
and buried on Friday night.

If the tomb was visited on the first day of the week — 17 Nisan — then that would mean Jesus
spent only one day and two nights in the tomb and not three days and three nights.

This of course means that even if these verses in Jonah were actually a messianic prophecy —
which they are not — they most certainly were not fulfilled by Jesus.

Let’s look at the actual meal, arrest, trial, crucifixion, and resurrection of Jesus according to the
Book of Mark.

Mark 14:1: After two days it was the Passover and the Feast of Unleavened Bread. And the chief
priests and the scribes sought how they might take Him by trickery and put Him to death.

This would indicate that the following took place on 13 Nisan, two days before Pesach began.
Mark 14:2: But they said, "Not during the feast, lest there be an uproar of the people.”

According to this passage the chief priests and scribes did not want to arrest Jesus during the
festival for fear of backlash from the people. So, according to this, they should have waited the
entire seven days of Pesach since it actually lasts seven days.

However, for argument sake, let’s just assume that they meant the first day — 15 Nisan when the
Pesach Seder was held.
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Mark 14:12-16: (12) Now on the first day of Unleavened Bread, when they killed the Passover
[lamb], His disciples said to Him, "Where do You want us to go and prepare, that You may eat
the Passover?” (13) And He sent out two of His disciples and said to them, "Go into the city, and
a man will meet you carrying a pitcher of water; follow him. (14) Wherever he goes in, say to the
master of the house, 'The Teacher says, "Where is the guest room in which | may eat the
Passover with My disciples?" ' (15) Then he will show you a large upper room, furnished [and]
prepared; there make ready for us." (16) So His disciples went out, and came into the city, and
found it just as He had said to them; and they prepared the Passover.

A literal reading of this passage shows that they were preparing for Pesach on 15 Nisan.
However, for argument sake, let’s once again assume they were talking about the preparation day
which was 14 Nisan.

Mark 14:17-18: (17) In the evening He came with the twelve. (18) Now as they sat and ate, Jesus
said, "Assuredly, | say to you, one of you who eats with Me will betray Me."

As we can see here, it was evening which meant it was the beginning of 15 Nisan and the
beginning of Pesach.

Mark 14:26, 46: (26) And when they had sung a hymn, they went out to the Mount of Olives. ...
(46) Then they laid their hands on Him and took Him.

The priests said they would not arrest Jesus during the festival yet they just arrested him on 15
Nisan.

Mark 14:53-15:41 describes the trial and crucifixion of Jesus which took place during the day of
15 Nisan — the first day of Pesach.

Mark 15:42-46: (42) Now when evening had come, because it was the Preparation Day, that is,
the day before the Sabbath, (43) Joseph of Arimathea, a prominent council member, who was
himself waiting for the kingdom of God, coming and taking courage, went in to Pilate and asked
for the body of Jesus. (44) Pilate marveled that He was already dead; and summoning the
centurion, he asked him if He had been dead for some time. (45) So when he found out from the
centurion, he granted the body to Joseph. (46) Then he bought fine linen, took Him down, and
wrapped Him in the linen. And he laid Him in a tomb which had been hewn out of the rock, and
rolled a stone against the door of the tomb.

Evening had already set which means Jesus would have been buried on 16 Nisan — the first
intermediate day of Pesach. He was buried on Friday night.

Mark 16:6: But he said to them, "Do not be alarmed. You seek Jesus of Nazareth, who was
crucified. He is risen! He is not here. See the place where they laid Him.
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Jesus was arrested and tried on Thursday night, the beginning of 15 Nisan. He was crucified on
Friday during the day of 15 Nisan. He was buried in the evening, on Friday, at the beginning of

16 Nisan.
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If the tomb was visited on the first day of the week — 17 Nisan — then that would mean Jesus
spent only one day and two nights in the tomb and not three days and three nights.

Let’s look at the actual meal, arrest, trial, crucifixion, and resurrection of Jesus according to the

Book of Luke.

Luke 22:1-2, 7: (1) Now the Feast of Unleavened Bread drew near, which is called Passover. (2)
And the chief priests and the scribes sought how they might kill Him, for they feared the people.
... (7) Then came the Day of Unleavened Bread, when the Passover must be killed.

This would indicate that the following took place before Pesach and tradition holds this took
place on 13 Nisan, two days before Pesach began.

Luke 22:7-13: (7) Then came the Day of Unleavened Bread, when the Passover must be killed.
(8) And He sent Peter and John, saying, "Go and prepare the Passover for us, that we may eat."”
(9) So they said to Him, "Where do You want us to prepare?” (10) And He said to them,
"Behold, when you have entered the city, a man will meet you carrying a pitcher of water; follow
him into the house which he enters. (11) Then you shall say to the master of the house, The
Teacher says to you, "Where is the guest room where | may eat the Passover with My disciples?"
' (12) Then he will show you a large, furnished upper room; there make ready." (13) So they
went and found it just as He had said to them, and they prepared the Passover.
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Even though a literal reading of this passage shows that they were preparing for Pesach on 15
Nisan, for argument sake, let’s once again assume they were talking about the preparation day
which was 14 Nisan.

Luke 22:14-16: (14) When the hour had come, He sat down, and the twelve apostles with Him.
(15) Then He said to them, "With [fervent] desire | have desired to eat this Passover with you
before I suffer; (16) for I say to you, | will no longer eat of it until it is fulfilled in the kingdom of
God."

Even though it is not specifically stated, we can safely assume that this meal would have been
after sundown which means the meal was eaten on 15 Nisan.

Luke 22:39, 54: (39) Coming out, He went to the Mount of Olives, as He was accustomed, and
His disciples also followed Him. ... (54) Having arrested Him, they led [Him] and brought Him
into the high priest's house. But Peter followed at a distance.

Jesus was arrested on 15 Nisan.

Luke 22:55-23:49 describes the trial and crucifixion of Jesus which took place during the day of
15 Nisan — the first day of Pesach.

Luke 23:50-54: (50) Now behold, [there was] a man named Joseph, a council member, a good
and just man. (51) He had not consented to their decision and deed. [He was] from Arimathea, a
city of the Jews, who himself was also waiting for the kingdom of God. (52) This man went to
Pilate and asked for the body of Jesus. (53) Then he took it down, wrapped it in linen, and laid it
in a tomb [that was] hewn out of the rock, where no one had ever lain before. (54) That day was
the Preparation, and the Sabbath drew near.

Evening had already set which means Jesus would have been buried on 16 Nisan — the first
intermediate day of Pesach — Friday night.

Luke 24:6-7: (6) He is not here, but is risen! Remember how He spoke to you when He was still
in Galilee, (7) saying, 'The Son of Man must be delivered into the hands of sinful men, and be
crucified, and the third day rise again.' "

Jesus was arrested and tried on Thursday night, the beginning of 15 Nisan. He was crucified on
Friday 15 Nisan during the day. He was buried Friday evening at the beginning of 16 Nisan.
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If the tomb was visited on the first day of the week — 17 Nisan — then that would mean Jesus
spent only one day and two nights in the tomb and not three days and three nights.

Let’s look at the actual meal, arrest, trial, crucifixion, and resurrection of Jesus according to the
Book of John.

John 13:1-2: (1) Now before the Feast of the Passover, when Jesus knew that His hour had come
that He should depart from this world to the Father, having loved His own who were in the
world, He loved them to the end. (2) And supper being ended, the devil having already put it into
the heart of Judas Iscariot, Simon's [son], to betray Him.

The date is not given in the text but tradition places this on 13 Nisan, two days before Pesach
began.

John 18:1, 12: (1) When Jesus had spoken these words, He went out with His disciples over the
Brook Kidron, where there was a garden, which He and His disciples entered. ... (12) Then the
detachment [of troops] and the captain and the officers of the Jews arrested Jesus and bound
Him.

If we assume that the tradition is true then Jesus was arrested at the beginning of 13 Nisan which
was Tuesday night.

John 18:13-19:37 describes the trial and crucifixion of Jesus which took place during the day of
13 Nisan — two days before Pesach.
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John 19:38-42: (38) After this, Joseph of Arimathea, being a disciple of Jesus, but secretly, for
fear of the Jews, asked Pilate that he might take away the body of Jesus; and Pilate gave [him]
permission. So he came and took the body of Jesus. (39) And Nicodemus, who at first came to
Jesus by night, also came, bringing a mixture of myrrh and aloes, about a hundred pounds. (40)
Then they took the body of Jesus, and bound it in strips of linen with the spices, as the custom of
the Jews is to bury. (41) Now in the place where He was crucified there was a garden, and in the
garden a new tomb in which no one had yet been laid. (42) So there they laid Jesus, because of
the Jews' Preparation [Day], for the tomb was nearby.

It is not mentioned whether or not it was yet evening but it is safe to assume that the burial took
place just moments before actual sundown. Accordingly, we can say that Jesus’ tomb was sealed
during the evening. This means Jesus was buried on Wednesday night, 14 Nisan.

John 20:1: Now the first day of the week Mary Magdalene went to the tomb early, while it was
still dark, and saw that the stone had been taken away from the tomb.

Jesus was arrested and tried on Tuesday night, the beginning of 13 Nisan. He was crucified on
Wednesday during the day of 13 Nisan. He was buried in the evening, on Wednesday, at the
beginning of 14 Nisan.
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If the tomb was visited on the first day of the week — 17 Nisan — then that would mean Jesus
spent three days and four nights in the tomb and not three days and three nights.

The argument can be made that he rose Saturday night since this technically would be the first
day of the week. If this tradition is believed, then Jesus would have been entombed three days
and three nights.

In order for this to be true one would need to ignore the timeline from Matthew, Mark, and Luke.
In addition, one would need to fall in line and believe that the tradition regarding the timeline in
John is accurate.

| propose that the tradition is not necessarily supported by the scripture. Let’s look at what is
actually said in the Book of John.
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John 12:1: Then, six days before the Passover, Jesus came to Bethany, where Lazarus was who
had been dead, whom He had raised from the dead.

This would be Saturday 9 Nisan.

John 12:12-13: (12) The next day a great multitude that had come to the feast, when they heard
that Jesus was coming to Jerusalem, (13) took branches of palm trees and went out to meet Him,
and cried out: "Hosanna! 'Blessed [is] He who comes in the name of the LORD!" The King of
Israel!”

This would be Sunday 10 Nisan.

John 13:1: Now before the Feast of the Passover, when Jesus knew that His hour had come that
He should depart from this world to the Father, having loved His own who were in the world, He
loved them to the end.

This would be Monday 11 Nisan.

John 18:1, 12: (1) When Jesus had spoken these words, He went out with His disciples over the
Brook Kidron, where there was a garden, which He and His disciples entered. ... (12) Then the
detachment [of troops] and the captain and the officers of the Jews arrested Jesus and bound
Him.

Since we can believe that this was after sundown, this would be Monday at the beginning of 12
Nisan.

John 18:13-19:37 describes the trial and crucifixion of Jesus which took place during the day of
12 Nisan — three days before Pesach.

John 19:38-42 describes the burial of Jesus which would have occurred after sunset — that being
13 Nisan — two days before Pesach.

John 20:1: Now the first day of the week Mary Magdalene went to the tomb early, while it was
still dark, and saw that the stone had been taken away from the tomb.

Jesus was arrested and tried on Monday night, the beginning of 12 Nisan. He was crucified on
Tuesday during the day of 12 Nisan. He was buried in the evening, on Tuesday, at the beginning
of 13 Nisan.
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If the tomb was visited on the first day of the week — 17 Nisan — then that would mean Jesus

spent four days and five nights in the tomb and not three days and three nights.

There are numerous contradictions within the Christian scriptures regarding the time of Jesus
from his last meal to his resurrection.

Jesus was not entombed for three days and nights according to the Christian scripture.
Manipulation and tradition are the only building blocks to this alleged fulfillment of the
supposed prophecy from Sefer Jonah.

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Trinity

Missionaries say that “God the Father” is the creator. (Genesis 1:1)
Genesis 1:1: In the beginning of God's (D ' -) aneltipnf the heavens and the earth.

Yes this is speaking of Elohim — God — creating the heavens and the earth. Yes, “bara” does
indeed mean to create, shape, or fashion.

Missionaries say that a second part of the trinity is “God the Holy Spirit”. (Genesis 1:2)
Genesis 1:2: Now the earth was astonishingly empty, and darkness was on the face of the deep,

and the spiritof God (D ' - N Pwashoverimylovar the face of the water.

Yes this is speaking of the spirit of God — the ruach Elohim. However, this refers to the Throne
of Glory and not a separate god known as the “holy spirit”.

Ruach ( _) pan mean wind, spirit, breath, or mind.

Missionaries say that a second part of the trinity is “God the Son”. (Genesis 1:3)
Genesis 1:3: And God said (0 , )3 "Mcet there be light," and there was light.

The word Yomer () in verse three means to say, to answer, to say in one's heart, to think, to
command, to promise, to intend. It does not mean word — that would be davar (0 3.7

Missionaries say that the Name of God — Elohim — always denotes plurality. (Genesis 1:26;
Deuteronomy 6:4)
Genesis 1:26: And God (D ' - )®afd, "let us make (N, }mdnvin oar image, after our likeness

(1 1 )nandiheyshallxule over the fish of the sea and over the fowl of the heaven and over the
animals and over all the earth and over all the creeping things that creep upon the earth.”

The “us” and “our” referenced in this passage refers to the angels. From here we learn the
humility of the Holy One, blessed be He. Since man was created in the likeness of the angels,
and they would envy man, He consulted them.

Even Christian scholars are admitting that this verse is not indicative of a plural godhead.

“Christians have traditionally seen [Genesis 1:26] as [foreshadowing] the Trinity. It is now
universally admitted that this was not what the plural meant to the original author.” — Gordon J.
Wenham (Word Biblical Commentary on Genesis, 1987 p.27)

The Liberty Annotated Study Bible — a Bible commentary published by Liberty University — also
rejects the proof of a godhead in this passage.

“The plural pronoun ‘Us’ is most likely a majestic plural from the standpoint of Hebrew
grammar and syntax.” — Jerry Falwell, ed. (Liberty Annotated Study Bible, 1988 p. 8)

Genesis 3:22: Now the Lord God (D ' - nil1 PeaidX"Behold man has become like one of us,
having the ability of knowing (M. v . T . 5 ) goad anthevilpandhownlesthedstretah forth n
his hand and take also from the Tree of Life and eat and live forever.”

In this verse we see plainly that Hashem is again using the term “us” when he is clearly speaking
to the angels.

Even in the New International Version Study Bible there is an annotation regarding this very
verse. It reads: “God speaks as the Creator-king, announcing His crowning work to the members
of His heavenly court. [The verses that are sited are Genesis 3:22, 11:7; Isaiah 6:8; | Kings
22:19-23; Job 15:8; and Jeremiah 23:18.]” — NIV Study Bible (1985) p. 7

These verses show that the heavenly abode of Hashem is filled with the ministering angels who
attend Hashem and to whom He repeatedly refers when using the plural pronoun “Us”.

Deuteronomy 6:4: Hear, O Israel: The Lord is our God; the Lord isone (T |).n, N

The Hebrew word Echad (T _) wark&in the same way as the English word One. It can mean a
compound-unity such as the couch, three chairs, and a table is one living room set. It can also
mean an absolute oneness such as one dime or one nickel.

We can clearly see that Echad can refer to an absolute oneness in the following verses.

Deuteronomy 17:6: By the mouth of two witnesses, or three witnesses, shall the one liable to
death be put to death; he shall not be put to death by the mouth of one witness (T . n), X T V

Ecclesiastes 4:8: Thereisone (| ' X ), and there iR no secondd; yea, he has neither son nor
brother, and there is no end to all his toil; neither is his eye sated from wealth. Now for whom do
| toil and deprive my soul of pleasure? This too is vanity and an unhappy affair.

Missionaries say that the Tanach shows us that there is more than one divine person. (Psalm 45:7;
Zechariah 3:2)

Psalm 45:7: Your throne, O judge, [will exist] forever and ever; the scepter of equity is the
scepter of your kingdom.

From the very first verse we see this is a psalm in praise of the “sons of Korah” — in other words,
the Torah scholars. This has nothing to do with a divine person.

Zechariah 3:2: And the Lord said to Satan: The Lord shall rebuke you, O Satan; and the Lord
shall rebuke you, He who chose Jerusalem. Is this one not a brand plucked from fire?
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This verse refers to Ha-Satan. Remember that Ha-Satan is NOT the same being as the Christian
“Satan”. Ha-Satan is an angel residing in heaven who is the accuser of mankind. He can only do
the bidding of Hashem. He is not a divine being of evil as Christianity believes. However, he is a
divine being in that he is an angel.

The “one plucked from fire” refers to Joshua the High Priest. This is plain if you read the entire
chapter.

Missionaries say that the Tanach shows us that there is a second part of a trinity “God the Son”.
(Psalm 2:7; 11 Samuel 3:18; Proverbs 30:4; Isaiah 9:6)

Psalm 2:7: | will tell of the decree; The Lord said to me, "You are My son; this day have |
begotten you.

The son referred to in this passage is David himself. It is clear that David is called Hashem’s son
because it is through him that Israel will be saved.

Il Samuel 3:18: "And now, do it, for God said about David, saying, "By the hand of My
bondsman David shall | deliver My people Israel from the hand of the Philistines and from the
hand of all their enemies."

This refers to Solomon but also shows that David in Psalm 2:7 is rightfully also called Hashem’s
son.

Il Samuel 7:14: 1 will be to him a father, and he shall be to Me a son; so that when he goes astray
I will chasten him with the rod of men, and with the stripes of the sons of Adam.

We see that David refers to Hashem as “father” which also relates back to David being Hashem’s
son.

Psalm 89:27: He will call to Me, "You are my Father, my God, and the Rock of my salvation.'

Proverbs 30:4: Who ascended to heaven and descended? Who gathered wind in his fists? Who
wrapped the waters in a garment? Who established all the ends of the earth? What is his hame
and what is the name of his son, if you know?

This verse refers to Moses. He ascended and descended to heaven at Mount Sinai. He gathered
wind in his fists — meaning soot of the furnace in Egypt. He wrapped the waters in a garment at
the Sea of Reeds. He established the ends of the earth through building the Tabernacle. If the
person knows one like him, they are to say who his son is and what the lineage is.

Isaiah 9:6: For a child has been born to us, a son given to us, and the authority is upon his
shoulder, and the wondrous adviser, the mighty God, the everlasting Father, called his name, "the
prince of peace."”
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Notice that the correct translation speaks of the child that has already been born — that is during
the time of Isaiah — not hundreds of years later. Also, the authority is already upon his shoulder.

Let’s look at the Christian version of this passage.

For unto us a Child is born, Unto us a Son is given; And the government will be upon His
shoulder. And His name will be called Wonderful, Counselor, Mighty God, Everlasting Father,
Prince of Peace. (NKJV)

Notice that even in the Christian translation, the child is already born at the time of the scripture!
However, it is incorrectly translated to say that the government will be upon his (notice the
capital H) shoulder. Christianity is forcing the translation to fit their theology.

As for the name, even if we go with the incorrect Christian translation, there is no problem with
someone being given a name containing a Name of God.

Here are a few example:
Hezekiah — The Mighty God
Tovia — Goodness of God
Elisha — God is Salvation
Eliezer — Help of God

Isaiah 9:7: To him who increases the authority, and for peace without end, on David's throne and
on his kingdom, to establish it and to support it with justice and with righteousness; from now
and to eternity, the zeal of the Lord of Hosts shall accomplish this.

Who is given this name? One who sits on David’s throne. Jesus never sat on David’s throne so
he is obviously not the person who is referenced in verse 6.

Missionaries say that the Tanach shows us that there is a third part of a trinity “God the Holy
Spirit”. (Genesis 1:2, 6:3; Exodus 31:3; Numbers 11:17, 26; Psalm 51:11, 13; Isaiah 63:10, 11;
Judges 3:10; 11 Samuel 10:6)

There are two different “spirits” referred to in the scriptures that you list. The first is the Ruach
Elohim (D' N1 PoNRRuashi HaKodesh (W T 1 p)nThesdcond is the Shekinah (N1 ). > w

Let’s look at the first spirit.

Genesis 1:2: Now the earth was astonishingly empty, and darkness was on the face of the deep,
and the spirit of God (D ' - N Pwashoverimy over the face of the water.

Ruach ( _) pan mean wind, spirit, breath, or mind.
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Genesis 6:3: And the Lord said, "Let My spirit (* - ) nhot quarrel forever concerning man,
because he is also flesh, and his days shall be a hundred and twenty years."

Exodus 31:3: ... and | have imbued him with the spirit of God (D ' - N)pwittNwisdom, with
insight, with knowledge, and with [talent for] all manner of craftsmanship...

Numbers 11:17: 1 will come down and speak with you there, and | will increase the spirit( _ N1 1. N
that is upon you and bestow it upon them. Then they will bear the burden of the people with you
so that you need not bear it alone.

Psalm 51:11: Hide Your countenance ( . )rfrommmy kins, and erase all my iniquities.

Psalm 51:13: Do not cast me away from before You, and do not take Your holy spirit (Y | wi)m| P I |
from me.

Isaiah 63:10: But they rebelled and grieved His Holy Spirit (I~ W I),and ke was turned to be
their enemy; He fought with them.

Isaiah 63:11: And His people remembered the days of old, [the days of] Moses; where is he who
drew them up from the sea, [like] a shepherd His flock; where is he who placed within them His
Holy Spirit(1 .~ W21 T_. p _ NI N

Ruach ( _) pan mean wind, spirit, breath, or mind. The point that you are missing here is that the
Ruach Elohim (D ' n | PorRuaeh HaKodesh (w T | p)ils a €reation. Since the three gods of
the trinity are supposedly co-eternal, then the Ruach Elohim or Ruach HaKodesh cannot be part
of the trinity.

The Ruach Elohim or Ruach HaKodesh is a wind.

Genesis 1:2: Now the earth was astonishingly empty, and darkness was on the face of the deep,
and the spirit of God (D ' - N Pwashoverimy over the face of the water.

It is often manifested through noise and light.

Ezekiel 3:12: And a wind ( _) hftechme up, and | heard behind me the sound of a great uproar:
"Blessed is the glory of the Lord from His place."”

The Ruach Elohim or Ruach HaKodesh is a means of Hashem interacting with humanity.
Job 33:4: The spirit of God (>  N) Tnaddne, amil the breath of the Almighty keeps me alive.

This is a reference back to Genesis 2:7: And the Lord God formed man of dust from the ground,
and He breathed into his nostrils the soul of life, and man became a living soul.
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Are missionaries saying that the Christian holy spirit is now the creator and not God the father?
The Ruach Elohim or Ruach HaKodesh is not part of a trinity.
Now let’s look at the second spirit — the Shekinah (n 1 ). > v

Numbers 11:26: Now two men remained in the camp; the name of one was Eldad and the name
of the second was Medad, and the spirit ( . Jwréstad ugon them. They were among those
written, but they did not go out to the tent, but prophesied in the camp.

Judges 3:10: And the spirit of the Lord (n 1~ )@ame upon him, and he judged Israel; and he
went out to war, and the Lord delivered into his hands Cushan-rishathaim the king of Aram; and
his hand prevailed upon Cushan-rishathaim.

| Samuel 10:6: And the spirit of the Lord (n 1 N ) will pass over you, and you will prophesy
with them, and you will be turned into another man.

The Shekinah (n 1 ) i9oeke aspect of Hashem but is NOT a separate god or person. The
Shekinah (n 1 ) i9awbther Name for Hashem. This Name refers to a presence of Hashem and
the spirit that gives prophecy. The Shekinah is not a third part of a trinity.
